Details, Details 
 
 We made it into our ñnew churchò just in time for Easter! 

But there was more work to be done, and itôs been moving 

along steadily ever since.  Because weôre now so close to 

the finish line, hereôs some information about what remains, 

so that we can focus mainly on the experience of prayer 

and worship, which is the entire purpose of this project. 

 Flaws:  To get this out of the way first, there are some 

floor panels that are warping a bit.  These will be fixed.  A 

few of the wood columns through the center ñbeltwayò re-

main to be refinished, and there is some trim at the floor to 

be installed around these.  The broken window over the 

snack bar will be repaired when the glass arrives.  The 

main entry doors will be automatic, and the inside set of 

doors is the wrong size.  Replacements are on the way, 

and shortly after they arrive, the motorized openers will be 

working.  Itôs likely that any other flaw you may notice is 

already on the list, but, if you see something, say some-

thing.  Your observations are welcome! 

 Now to whatôs still coming:  the Baptismal Font gets a 

mosaic tile bottom surface with the ñIchtusò symbol (the 

familiar line-drawing fish shape) included in the tile work.  

The same tile will appear in the niches for the statues of 

Mary and Joseph, as well as in the niche at the end of the 

Reconciliation Room, where an image of the Divine Mercy 

will eventually reside. 

 The raised bowl at the font will be reinstalled soon (with 

water!), perhaps by the time you read this. 

 The ñfloating shelvesò for candles are being redesigned, 

as our statues are larger than in the original concept.  Once 

the new platforms are installed, candles will be available for 

devotional use. 

 The image of Our Lady of Guadalupe will be placed on 

the grey wall to the right of the altar, as you face the altar.  

This design, which was not part of the original project, has 

yet to be completed.  It will be a matter of a few months. 

 A committee of parishioners is researching Stations of 

the Cross. 

 The chapel altar and ambo are complete but not yet on 

site.  The Chapel Committee will continue its work on se-

lecting a few devotional pieces for that space. 

 Due to a running change that improved the overall 

church seating layout, the two pews currently in the chapel 

are not needed, and their final placement is yet to be deter-

mined.   

 The snack barôs ñbarò is being built.  It will provide the 

setting for coffee and donuts after Sunday morning Masses, 

along with other opportunities for calling people together.
