 Openings in Ministry 
 
 Last week, you were promised ñMystagogia and Moreò 
this week.  But Mystagogia will have to wait until next time.  
Thereôs a pressing matter we need to deal with. 
 There has been plenty of discussion in this space 
throughout the past year regarding Baptism and its role as 
the basis of our life as Catholic Christians.  Beginning in 
Baptism, but even more fully in Confirmation, we receive 
the gift of the Holy Spirit.  And the Holy Spirit implants in 
each of us one or more charisms ð particular gifts that are 
unique to us and meant for the good of the Church (which 
also means for the good of the world, because the Church 
is in the world.) 
 A charism is not the same as your work skill, or even 
your favorite hobby ð although it might be connected with 
either or both of these. 
 Discovering and/or discerning your charism takes time 
and support, and prayer, and probably some instruction as 
to how to go about it.  That will come in due time, but now 
that you are aware that such a gift or gifts exist in you ð as 
they do in everyone touched by the Holy Spirit of God ð 
you might consider some deeper involvement in the parish 
community. 
 There are openings in the parish ministries for people 
with certain gifts.  For example: 
 Storytellers, those who love Godôs Word, who have the 
knack for conveying a thought clearly to others:  there are 
several openings in the Lector Schedule.  Please contact 
me if you feel this describes and calls you, as two parish-
ioners have already done. 
 Are you a ñpeople personò?  Do you smile easily, and 
find it easy to talk to others, making them feel welcome and 
safe in a gathering, whether large or small?  Do you find joy 
in helping to create an atmosphere of belonging?  Do you 
take pride and joy in the worship experience of our parish?  
Ushers and Greeters, soon to combine as ñministers of hos-
pitality,ò are needed at each of the weekend Masses ð 8 
am in particular, but there is room at all Masses.  Contact 
me, please, and Iôll see that you are connected with the 
right people. 
 Do you love to pray?  Do you often promise to pray for 
others, and then do so faithfully?  Are you confined at 
home, and seek a sense of value and worth?  Intercessory 
Prayer ð praying for a specific person at their request, at a 
regular time each day or week ð is a very powerful and 
meaningful ministry that you can do at home at your own 
convenience.  Please contact Geri at the parish office if this 
seems to speak to you. 
 Do you love the Holy Eucharist?  Does it speak to your 
heart to know that some people who cannot come to 
Church would love to have Christ come to them in the Eu-
charist?  Would it give you joy to extend your Sunday or 
weekday worship experience by 20 minutes or so, as you 
stop by someoneôs home and truly make their day complete 
in Holy Communion?  Please contact me, and youôll receive 
the training you need to be comfortable at this.

ñFar be it from us to forsake the Lord for the service of other 

gods.ò We struggle with our gods. They appear in the forms 

of things like money, power, prestige, popularity, privilege, 

and self-fulfillment. We like these ñgodsò because they make 

us feel good and ask very little of us in return. When we wor-

ship them, we worship ourselves. How can you go wrong with 

that? We buy into the illusion that if something can give us a 

comfortable life, free of want and need, then it is worth setting 

other things aside to pursue it. In essence, we sell our souls. 

Our struggle with ñwho is Godò and to whom do we belong is 

a real one and one that can easily find us empty and experi-

encing disillusionment. 
 

The devil tempted Jesus in the desert and promised him 

more. We are promised ñmore.ò But in pursuing the more and 

the satisfying we lose track of the cost, and the cost is great. 

We sacrifice our very life in pursuit of something disguised as 

life. We sacrifice truth for something that only ñfeelsò true. 

While the true and real God certainly promises us many 

things, many things are also required. It is not about the 

warm and secure feelings and self-absorption the world 

wants to provide, but of giving back. There can be no luke-

warm stance with regard to faith. If we are in, then faith in 

Jesus Christ asks us to do some difficult things: work in    

service of Godôs kingdom (not our own), love our enemies, 

offer no resistance to injury, that we must die to ourselves in 

order to find ourselves, and trust that Jesus truly gives us his 

flesh and blood to eat and drink. These are hard things to 

accept and even harder to put into practice. It is no wonder 

that many, who may be attracted to Jesus at first, walk away 

in pursuit of the more self-satisfying gods. 
 

But truth is truth. If we cannot accept it from the lips of Jesus 

Christ, then where else will we find 

it? To whom can we go? There is 

only one source of truth and life, Je-

sus Christ. Jesus has the words of 

eternal life and if we do not go to him, 

then where else will we find this gift? 

But we must be faithful and buy into 

the whole package deal that requires sacrifice and fidelity. 

When we do, we find ourselves, through the Body and Blood 

of Christ, connected to the Source of all life and then inti-

mately bound with our brothers and sisters. We all have to 

decide whether we want to stay or go and if we can accept 

what Jesus has to say. Itôs a choice we all have to make.
