All bow together to the altar 

before returning to seats. 

Help pass out bulletins and open doors. 

Straighten books in pews for next Mass. 

 

Ushers and Greeters: 
Volunteers may be family or singles. 

If you cannot be at mass on a schedule day, please ask 

a friend to substitute for you. 

You may also volunteer to be a greeter at the same 

Mass.
