Dear Friends, 
 In today’s second reading from St. Paul’s Letter 
to the Ephesians,   he wrote, “Brothers and Sisters:  I, a 
prisoner of the Lord, urge you to live in a manner worthy 
of all you have received, with all humility and 
gentleness, with patience, bearing with one another 
through love, striving to preserve the unity of the spirit 
through the bond of peace: one body and one spirit, as 
you were also called to the one hope of your call; one 
Lord, one faith, one baptism, one God and Father of all; 
who is over all and through all and in all.” 
 St. Paul is writing about God’s personal call to 
each believer to embrace the reality of Christian 
discipleship.  In this process, St. Paul challenges 
Christians to be humble, gentle, and patient; responding 
to people with God’s love while preserving the unity and 
oneness of the faith.   
 May we accept the mission of the Roman 
Catholic Church: which is to teach, preach, and 
evangelize the message of Jesus Christ through Sacred 
Scripture, Tradition, and Church Teaching.

In 
today’s gospel reading from John, Jesus manifested His 
love by feeding five thousand people.  May we be 
inspired to share God’s love with others, a love that has 
been graciously given to each one of us by our dear and 
loving Triune God.
