mass.  The blessing will be universal. We are not permitted to bless throats at the Sunday mass.  
 This Tuesday at 5:00 p.m. our Legacy of Hope Committee will meet in the meeting room.  
 We are beginning the process of the Diocesan Capital Campaign. We will also have the annual 
Partners in Charity Appeal to support the works of the Diocese of Worcester.  
 The Capital Campaign is the hope to endow the reality of the Church for years to come.  
 The volunteers at the medical clinic are being vaccinated so that we can open again.  
 Thanks to our food pantry works who showed up in the snow to help people. Over 100 
families came.  
 Keep wearing your masks, and we will continue to sanitize and maintain social distance.  
 Moses tells us that the Lord will raise up prophets to speak in His name. We need prophets to 
call us into faith and to challenge us to live rightly and devotedly.  
 St. Paul tells us to be free of anxiety. Anxiety grips so many in this time. We are filled with fear, 
the most destructive emotion.

 The voice of the prophets calls us to trust in the Lord, come to Him in prayer, come to His 
home – the Church where we find the support that we need.  
 The voice of the prophet calls us to stop tearing one another to pieces bur return to 
community and solidarity.  
 We are invited to come to love, which casts out all fear.  
 The answer is here. The choice is ours.
