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Thirteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time   June 28,  2020 Dear Parishioners and Friends of  
St. Maryõs of the Lake: 
One of my favorite holidays is the INDEPENDENCE DAY --also 
referred to as Fourth of July or July Fourth. As a U. S. 

naturalized citizen, I 
learned that July 4th is a 
federal holiday 
commemorating the 
adoption of the 
DECLARATION OF 
INDEPENDENCE on July 4, 

1776 by the Continental Congress, declaring that the 13 
American colonies regarded themselves as a new nation --the 
UNITED STATES OF AMERICA. This new nation is independent --
no longer part of the British Empire. Annually, I’ve 
experienced July 4th as a day of parades, political speeches, 
fireworks & cookouts… Even Covid-19 may not allow us to 
have certain external activities this year; the spirit that is 
central to our Fourth of July is always our celebration of the 
Independence & Freedom! 
 

It seems evident to me that along with the great pride of 
INDEPENDENCE, this great nation has maintained a true 
DEPENDENCE on God. Dependence on God, I believe, has 
made this Country great! The Declaration of Independence 
begins with ‘We hold these truths to be self-evident, that all 
are created equal, that they are endowed by their CREATOR 
with certain unalienable rights, that among these are Life, 
Liberty and the pursuit of Happiness.’ And the Declaration 
ends ôwith a firm reliance on the protection of DIVINE
