The title of
the book is Models of the Church. | suggest that it

is helpful to any Catholic to better understand the
overall organization. He has five different categories.

However the social gospel is at
risk of just becoming social action without the Divine
dimension.

The Catholic Church is a complex reality. Once we
try to describe it we are incomplete, because Jesus
Christ as Divine is always beyond our best efforts to
deschihentdim. We are members in a reality that
reaches to Heaven and so the doors of the Church
will always be open to include an organization that
is both Human and Divine. Of all the models, Avery
Dulles insists that the Institutional model must not
take precedence over the others.

You may also wish to pray the rosary
online, with others or by yourself. As suggested by the Pope St. John Paul the Great, the Joyful mysteries are said
on Monday and Saturday, the Luminous on Thursday, the Sorrowful on Tuesday and Friday, and the Glorious on
Wednesday and Sunday (with this exception: Sundays of Christmas season - The Joyful; Sundays of Lent -

Sorrowful).
