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U Word From Father John...

In our first reading from the Prophet Jeremiah, the Lord declares that all of us from the least to the greatest will
know him, because he will forgive our evildoing and remember our sin no more. That jumped out at me—knowing God
through the forgiveness of our sins. This contrasts with popular conceptions of God that imagine an angry God acting out
of wrath and vengeance toward those who disobey him. Such an image of God seems to trade on fear and a sense of
obligation to compel submission and compliance. Yet, through Jeremiah, the Lord announces another approach to
humanity when we sin and break God’s covenant with us. No longer will God have to play the master to us who have
made ourselves slaves to sin and evil. God will not need to take us by the hand to lead us out of our childish ways that
harm others and ourselves. For God will place God’s Word within us and write it upon our hearts, the very seat of our will.
As a result of that intimate bond between us, we will recognize that God is our God and we are God’s people, and act
accordingly.

In addition, experiencing forgiveness as a path to knowing God corresponds to what we hear in our Responsorial
Psalm. Instead of wrath and vengeance, God acts out of goodness to offer mercy, and out of compassion to wipe out our
offenses, wash away our guilt, and cleanse us of our sin. God’s mercy and compassion toward us, even when we are sinful,
allows us to remain in God’s presence and God’s Holy Spirit to remain in us. As such, God then creates a clean heart for
us and renews a steadfast spirit within us. This experience of a merciful, compassionate and forgiving God evokes love in
place of fear and joy that sustains a spirit willing to do God’s will out of devotion to God, not a sense of obligation.
Moreover, it has spillover effects as the one devoted to God seeks to teach others the ways of God and inspires sinners to
repent and return to God. Again, experiencing forgiveness becomes a path to knowing God.

Isn’t that what Jesus says in response to those who come to see him in our gospel today? Those wanting to see
Jesus need to see him in the Crucified Christ. As Paul told us two Sundays ago, the notion of a Crucified Christ was
scandalous to Jews, who thought those who hung from a tree were cursed by God, and foolishness to Greeks, who see no
wisdom, sense or inspiration in someone dying the excruciating death of a criminal. Yet, Jesus is only fully the Christ as a
result of his being crucified and raised to new life. And as Paul notes in our second reading, Jesus was obedient to the
point of suffering his passion and death, so that being made the perfect new human in his resurrection, he could become
the source of our salvation in the forgiveness of our sins. As such in the Paschal Mystery, his passion, death and
resurrection, Jesus reveals his full humanity, the perfection of human existence, in the revelation of his full divinity as a
God, who is merciful, compassionate and forgiving. Thus, we come to see who Jesus truly is, as the Crucified and Risen
Christ, in whom we experience the forgiveness of sin and fullness of life of everlasting.

In light of all of this, I wish I could tell you that I strategically planned to offer opportunities for individual
confession this weekend to celebrate God’s mercy, love and forgiveness of our sins in the Sacrament of Penance and
Reconciliation in conjunction with these readings. Yet, that did not enter my consciousness in selecting the dates. Some
might say it was due to some sort of divine inspiration. But more than likely, it is simply a happy and fortunate
coincidence. I hope that each of us considers availing ourselves of these opportunities to come to know God in the
forgiveness of our sins. The times for individual confession are: Saturday, March 20, 2:15-3:45pm at St. Mary’s Dugan
Center; Sunday, March 21, 2:00-3:30pm at St. Boniface Church, and Monday, March 22, 7:00-8:30pm at Blessed Sacrament
Church. Examinations of Conscience for Children, Youth and Adults along with other materials to help you prepare to
celebrate God’s mercy, love and forgiveness in the Sacrament of Penance and Reconciliation are available in church and on
our parish website.

Also, don’t forget that for those who may not feel comfortable coming to Mass on Palm Sunday, we will be
offering curbside pick up of blessed palms at St. Mary’s on next Saturday, March 27, 2:00-3:00pm. Pull up in your car in
front of the church on St. Mary’s Place and we will bring the palms to you, along with a bulletin.

Once more, I want to thank everyone who has made a contribution to the Catholic Ministries Appeal. As I
expected, we have exceeded our goal at St. Mary’s. Again, I would encourage those from St. Mary’s who were considering a
donation to the CMA to please direct those funds toward the CMA goal at St. Boniface or Blessed Sacrament, or toward
the regular collection at St. Mary’s. I suspect that we will be reaching our goal at St. Boniface soon. And with a little more
effort, we will close the gap at Blessed Sacrament before the close of the campaign on May 31, 2021. Those who receive
our email newsletters or venture onto our website should check out the videos created by our parishioners and parish staff
promoting our contributions to the CMA.

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RENEWING AND REFRESHING ADULT FAITH

Prayer is one of the pillars of our Lenten Journey. During
Lent, we will focus on how the daily rhythm of prayer in the
lives of our parishioners, helps them to deepen their
connection with God and others.

Over the past 18 years, I have been heavily involved in
contemplative prayer, meditation, and retreats in some shape or
form. I was one of the original members of Blessed Sacrament’s
Contemplative Prayer Group when Muriel Gerardi led the group. I
visit the Abbey of the Genesee often for silent retreats and have
followed a modified version of the Ignatius prayers with my
spiritual advisor. Although I prayed, my prayer life was in fits and
starts. I’d pray consistently for days and then trail off—until I read
I Heard God Laugh.

Picking up Matthew Kelly’s I heard God Langh on January 1, 2021
has transformed my intermittent prayer life to a consistent one. By
following his 7 steps Prayer Process—

1. Gratitude 5. Freedom
2. Awareness 6. Other
3. Significant Moments 7. Finish

4. Peace

—my téte-a-téte with God each day has given me the clarity to
focus on how God is inviting me to change my life, so that I can
experience the freedom to be “the-best-version-of-myself.”
Becoming a better version of myself each day has allowed me to
focus and reflect on a particular virtue or issue I'm working on with
God. I now yearn to sit down daily to pray before 9:00 A.M. I feel a
keen sense of something amiss when my quotidian chat with God
has not happened before 9:00 A.M.

As we continue our Lenten Journey, which focuses on the daily
rhythm of prayer, may I leave you with my experience of
discovering the joy of talking intimately with the One Being who
truly and instinctively “gets you.” —Nita Brown
