St. Therese of Lisieux made a point of going the extra 

mile in kindness towards those people who really got 

under her skin.

In 

those moments of despair, we need to take a good look 

at the life God has given us. We need to look at the trials 

and the challenges and the shortcomings. The hopes that 

didn’t pan out, the disappointments that keep cropping 

up. Somewhere therein lies what we need to be the 

steward God asks us to 

be, just as St. Therese’s 

own stewardship was 

defined by the people 

who were difficult to 

love. God does not give 

us all we want. He does 

not give us all we ask for. 

He does us one better: 

He gives us all we need.
