Emily Pridgen

Becoming Catholic has been one of the most
meaningful journeys of my life. My grandmother is
Catholic and raised my mother in the Church as well.
When my parents were married, they both began their
lives without much religious affiliation. Eventually,
they found their spiritual homes in the Southern
Baptist church. I am very grateful for the spiritual
formation that | had because | grew up knowing Christ
through the scriptures, evangelism, and brotherly
love.

As a teenager, | fell away from church altogether,

but God never stopped pursuing me, no matter how
far I seemed to stray. As a young wife and mother, |
ended up back in an Evangelical church and raised
my kids there for many years. During that time, | had
a consistent longing for something that seemed to be
missing, specifically during communion. | knew it was
a treasured tradition, but | never was able to connect
with the symbolic bread and wine (or grape juice!),
and | always felt as if there had to be more.

A few years ago, | began to question some of my long-
held beliefs, as the American church often seemed
more centered on the pastor and sermon than Jesus
Christ. | decided to look into the Catholic faith that
my grandmother practiced to find out more about the
faith that she so dearly loved. Eventually, | sent an
email to the Saint Peter's website and got connected
with Deb Gallagher, the coordinator for RCIA. After
meeting with Deb for coffee, who shared her faith in
such a beautiful way, | decided to accept her invitation
to RCIA and learn more.

Immediately | felt welcomed by Father Andrew and
other parishioners, who all exuded such sincere
devotion to Christ that was very attractive and sincere.
As a Protestant, | had so many misconceptions about
the Catholic faith, and in the presentations Father
Andrew answered all of my questions with grace and
truth that powerfully spoke to my heart.

What | love about being Catholic is the centrality of
Christ in the Mass. Jesus Christ in the Eucharist is one
of my most treasured discoveries. For the first time, |
feel connected to Christ during "communion," which |
never had before. | love the history of the Church that
Christ left us, and joining the global Church each week
in the liturgy is so humbling. The sacraments are such
a gift, and | am so very thankful to God for continuing
to pursue me my entire life, which led me to this point!

A Life-Changing Confession in Ireland

| grew up as a “cradle” Catholic. | went to Catholic
school from kindergarten through high school, and |
would go to church sometimes 6 days a week.

The unfortunate part is that | didn’t have an
appreciation for the Church and all the gifts God gives
to Catholics. I didn't understand it; it all just became
routine to me. | would say prayers, but with no
meaning behind them. They became just words that |
had memorized.

Unfortunately, once | moved away from home, | also
stopped going to church. I fell very far away. | tried
going to non-denominational Christian churches,
but to be honest it never felt right. My husband, JT,
and | have parents that are very passionate about
Catholicism and they prayed and prayed that we'd
one day come back.

Fast forward 15 years... We were on a trip to Ireland
with JT's family. As we were walking by one of the
many Catholic churches, something made JT suddenly
want to go inside. When we entered the church,

he saw that there was confession going on. Out of
nowhere, he decided to make a confession for the
first time since being a child. The priest ended up
spending an hour with him, and it was a life-changing
experience for JT. He left feeling like a new man.

That was the beginning of this whole journey. When
we arrived home from Ireland, JT told me that he
wanted to go to Mass. The very first one we went to
was the weekend when Deb Gallagher spoke, sharing
her experience with RCIA. It was like God placed us
there on that exact day for a reason. JT was still a
little unsure about this, but he wanted to learn about
his Catholic faith.

This is where | thank God for Father Andrew. He had
a way of explaining things in a way that just made
sense. Even the hard questions, he could always
relate it to something to help us understand.

All the years | went to Catholic school | never got
it. | am so grateful to Father Andrew, because he
also brought me back to the faith. | have a new
understanding and appreciation for the Catholic
Church.

We didn’t get married in the Catholic Church and
every time | thought about it, I'd have a knot in my
stomach. Coming back to the faith made me feel like
| was back at home and Father Andrew gave us the
opportunity to exchange our vows in a small Catholic
ceremony. The preparation opened our eyes to so
things about bringing Jesus into our daily married
life!

One of the best parts of this whole thing is that our
15-year-old son, Jayden, wanted to be a part of this
journey. He had been baptized as a baby but not
raised in the faith. He started joining us at RCIA, and
the presentations helped him to begin to understand
and appreciate Catholicism.

At Pentecost, JT received Confirmation, and Jayden
received First Communion and Confirmation. We are
now living out our faith as a family. We still have a lot
of ways to go, but we now have a peacefulness and
calm in our family that we didn’t have before, now
that we are making Jesus the center of our family.

God has truly blessed us, and we are so grateful!
