   This is the next to the last mediation from Fr. John Burnsô book ñLift Up Your Heartò based on the Spiritual 
Classic ñIntroduction to the Devout Lifeò by St. Francis de Sales; it is titled The Election and Choice of Heaven. 
 
   In the closing book of the Bible ñRevelationò we encounter images of the heavenly worship of angels, saints 
and all creatures praising God before his throne. For good reason we speak of the Mass here on earth as an encounter 
with heaven, the place where heaven and earth meet. In the Mass, just before the Eucharistic Prayer I say, ñAnd so, with 
Angels and Archangels, with Thrones and Dominions and with all the hosts and Powers of heaven, we sing the hymn of 
your glory, as without end we acclaim,ò and then we join the whole Church, heaven and earth, in a single song: ñHoly, 
holy, holy, Lord God of Hosts!ò 
 
   The Catechism of the Catholic Church tell us that each of us from our beginning is surrounded by a guardian 
angel as a protector and shepherd leading us to life (ccc336). We are not alone in our pursuit of heaven. God wants to 
give us every help possible to bring us into his eternal kingdom. 
 
   St. Francis de Sales asks us to imagine you are in an open field kneeling in prayer and standing before you  
is your guardian angle who unfolds a vision before you. You look upward and you behold everything of the heavenly 
reality that was described a few weeks ago with such appealing imagery. You hear the song of triumphant and glorious 
rejoicing. At the same moment, below you, hell opens to your gaze. There, you see all the torments and hear all the  
despair and wailing associated with last weekôs meditation. 
 
   You stand between heaven and hell. Each is open to you and willing to receive you. You have the ability to 
choose. In making this grand choice of where you will spend eternity you also choose the style of life and earthly habits 
that will determine the choice you make the moment your soul leaves your body. Our here and now choices have eternal 
consequences. 
 
   In this meditation the Saint speaks of how very much God loves you. You are encouraged to see the Sacred 
Heart of Jesus that is consumed with love for you. You gaze into his eyes as he invites you, even begs you to come to 
him. He longs for you to be with him forever. He begs you to choose heaven. 
 
   As you continue with the imagery the Blessed Virgin Mary comes forth. She looks at you, in tender and pow-
erful motherhood and smiles. She implores you: ñDo not spurn the goodwill of God Almighty, - nothing will ever cause 
you such sadness and despair! I constantly am at work interceding God the Father on your behalf, to strengthen you 
against all attack. Look to my Son and say with me; May it be done to me according to your word.ò 
 
   In closing Saint Francis de Sales encourages us to make this prayer our own: 
 
 Hell, I detest you now and forevermore. I detest your torments and your pains. I detest your accursed and wretched 
eternity. Above all, I detest the eternal blasphemies and maledictions that you eternally vomit forth against my God. I 
turn my heart and my soul toward you, O wondrous heaven, everlasting glory, and endless happiness, and choose my 
abiding place forever within your beauteous and sacred mansions and among your holy longed-for tabernacles. O my 
God, I bless your mercy and I accept the offer you are pleased to give me. O Jesus, my Savior, I accept your everlasting 
love and I hail the place and lodging you have purchased for me in this blessed Jerusalem. Beyond any other reason I do 
so in order to love and bless you forever and ever.
