Sunday, January 19, 2020 Ordinary Time: Second Sunday
This week's readings: lsaiah 49:3, 5-6 Psalm 40 1 Corinthians 1:1-3 John 1:29-34

As we return to Ordinary Time, we remember that Ordinary Time is
not so named because it is boring, tame, or ordinary in the usual sense
of the word. The term comes from the Latin root - ordo - meaning an
order of things or the position in a series — like the weeks between the
seasons of Advent/Christmas and Lent/Easter.

When Paul wrote the letter (today’s Second Reading), he knew of factions, dissent, and
some immorality within the church in Corinth. Rather that condemning or berating the
erring community, Paul speaks to them as brothers and sisters in faith and issues anew
the call to conversion. He urges them to remember who they are: disciples of Christ
“who have been sanctified” and are “called to be holy.”

It is important to listen to the words used in the sacrament of Baptism. If we take them
seriously, we note that by virtue of our baptism we have been sanctified and are called to
be holy. Does that affect the way we speak to others?

Excerpts from Chapter One — What Is Happening to Our Common Home

Human beings are creatures of this world, enjoying a right to life and
happiness, and endowed with unique dignity. So we cannot fail to consider
the effects on people’s lives of environmental deterioration, current models
of development, and the throwaway culture.

— The disproportionate and unruly growth of many cities, which have become
unhealthy to live in. We were not meant to be inundated by cement, asphalt,
glass and metal, and deprived of physical contact with nature.

— The effects of technological innovations on employment, social exclusion, an
inequitable distribution and consumption of energy and other services, social
breakdown, increased violence and a rise in new forms of social aggression, drug
trafficking, growing drug use by young people, and the loss of identity.

— The privatization of certain spaces has restricted people’s access to places of
particular beauty.
