Palm Sunday of the Passion of the Lord April 9, 2017 
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Dear Parishioners, 
 

We begin Holy Week today with Palm Sunday.  Then, 

tomorrow (Monday, April 10, at 7 PM), the Chrism Mass takes 

place at the cathedral. Itôs the biggest Mass of the year at the 

cathedral.  The oils of the sick and catechumens along with 

the Sacred Chrism are blessed for the whole archdiocese by 

the archbishop.  This Eucharistic celebration is a sign of the unity and 

communion of the priests with their bishop.  Itôs huge.  All are welcome. 
 

The high point of this holy week is the Triduum.  Triduum means ñThree 

Days.ò During the Triduum, there is a special morning prayer in place of Mass at 8 

AM on Thursday, Friday and Saturday.  (Mass is not permitted on these three 

mornings.)  We pray the Liturgy of the Hours (the official prayer of the church).  It 

takes about 15-20 minutes. Come check it out and pray in unity with us! 
 

We start the Triduum with Holy Thursdayôs Mass of the Last Supper.  This 

beautiful liturgy includes the ñWashing of the Feetò.  The next day is Good Friday.  

We have Stations of the Cross, a Seven Last Words Service and then a special 

communion service.  Itôs somber, itôs moving and itôs an opportunity to really reflect 

on Christôs passion.  After the service, we have a procession of the Dead Christ 

around the block of the parish.  At night there is repeat of the Stations of the Cross 

and Good Friday service in Spanish.   Finally, we have the highest, most important 

Mass of the year é the Easter Vigil.  It is here where the church celebrates the 

baptism, confirmation and first Eucharist of our ñelectò.  The elect are those un-

baptized individuals who have been journeying with others in preparation to become 

officially Catholic Christians at the Easter vigil.  We also have those who will become 

Catholic (from a Protestant tradition) and those adults who need to receive First 

Communion and Confirmation. 
 

Just a quick Together in Mission update for 2017:  our mandatory goal is 

$99,400.  Currently, we have $85,699 in commitments, 527 families participating.  

(Last year at this time: our mandatory goal was $97,400, with $69,098 in 

commitments and 441 families participating.) Thanks to all of you who have made a 

commitment to the poor through this yearôs Together in Mission campaign!  Thank 

you!  If you would like to make a commitment but have not yet done so, please 

come to the front office OR make your pledge at OurMissionLA.org.  Click on GIVE 

and make a pledge or donation.  100% of your donation goes to the needy.   
 

Do you know how we always see ñINRIò posted above Jesus on a crucifix?  

Do you know what ñINRIò means?  FYI: It is an acronym that stands for ñIesus 

Nazarenus, Rex Judaeorumò (ñJesus the Nazarene, King of the Jewsò).  According 

to John 19:20, it was posted in three languages: Hebrew, Latin and Greek.  
 

Donôt forget: our Leadership Summit is coming up Tuesday, May 16th at 

6:30 PM.  The focus is going to be on our upcoming capital campaign with 

clarifications about the master plan and the capital campaign process.
