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After Court Order, DHS Officials Aim to Resume

‘Remain in Mexico’ Policy

WASHINGTON D.C. — Officials from the U.S. Department of Homeland Security said in an
October 14 court filing they were ready to once again begin implementing a Trump-era immigration

policy with which they disagree — the Migrant Protection Protocols, also called “Remain in Mexico” of
MPP policy.

The officials said it could be reinstated as early as November, pending negotiations with the Mexican
government, which needs to approve the
terms.
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As soon as he became president in January,
Joe Biden paused the policy, formally seeking
its end in June. But in August, a judge with
the U.S. District Court for the Northern
District of Texas told administration official

The U.S. Supreme Court upheld the judge’s ruling.

Caught between the court order and criticism from immigration advocates, DHS officials said they
would continue to seek the end of MPP, but were, at the moment, “taking necessary steps to comply
with the court order, which requires us to reimplement MPP in good faith.”

However, DHS said it needs the participation of the Mexican government to go forward since
migrants would be dropped on another country’s territory.

Though Biden administration officials said they will continue to appeal to lower courts to end MPP
and consider it “inhumane,” the document filed with the District Court says they anticipated “being
in a position to reimplement” the policy by mid-November.

On Twitter, DHS said that “separately, as announced previously, DHS also will be issuing a memo
terminating MPP in which it will address concerns about the prior memo that sought to terminate
MPP. This new memo terminating MPP will not, however, take effect until the current injunction is

lifted.



Five Reasons Why Catholics Should Care
about the COP26 Climate Summit

On October 315t the United Nations climate change summit, COP20, is set to begin in Glasgow, Scotland.

The two-week (10/31 — 11/12) has long been billed as a critical checkpoint in the global effort to limit the
planet’s warming to 1.5 degrees Celsius above pre-industrial times — a key threshold to avoid the most
devastating impacts of climate change.

Scientists have said in order to keep that goal in sight, drastic cuts in global greenhouse gas emissions, at least
a 45% overall reduction, need to be made this decade.

Some 20,000 delegates, and thousands more activists and advocates, are expected to attend COP26, which is
being hosted by the United Kingdom along with Italy. Count many Catholics —
albeit no long the pope — and religious leaders and activists among them.
Catholics who will be in Glasgow say there are many reasons for people of
faith to pay attention to the proceedings.

Reason # 1: Pope Francis cares (as do many faith leaders)

For more than two years, the Vatican has been preparing for COP26 and
considering what contribution it could make to help ensure a successful
summit. Pope Francis said he hoped the Glasgow summit “will lead to
effective agreement in addressing the consequences of climate change. Now is
the time to act, for we are already feeling the effects of prolonged inaction.”

Reason # 2: Paris Agreement wasn’t the end, but a beginning

In 2015, neatly every nation on Earth adopted the Paris climate accord where

for the first time all countries, not just the most industrialized ones, committed to reducing their greenhouse
gas emissions. But the Paris Agreement only put the overall goals on paper; it did not include specific
measure of how to get there. Much of the time since 2015 has been spent crafting the rulebook that spells
out what countries can, and cannot, count in determining their emissions reductions.

Reason # 3 Catholic social teaching is on the table, especially for the poor

Name a principle of Catholic social teaching — from the dignity of every person, to solidarity and workers’
rights — and you will find it relates to the discussions at COP206, said Sr. Veronica Brand who represents the
Religious of the Sacred Heart of Mary, at the UN. “With the impact of climate change, we are talking about
action on behalf of justice... We are talking about lives being threatened. We’re talking about livelihoods and
the dignity of those who are most marginalized — the people who are suffering most from global warming and
who have fewer resources to adapt and respond.

Reason # 4 The climate is not waiting for governments to agree

While world leaders and diplomats debate and hash out the details of the Paris Agreement, average global
temperatures have continued to rise, with increasingly evident impacts. The six hottest years on record have
occurred since 2015 when the Paris Agreement was reached and many parts of the world have been hit by
extreme weather.

Reason # 5 The pandemic connection

Although COVID delayed the climate conference last year, many see the forced pause as an opportunity,
especially for accelerating the global transition to clean energy necessary to achieve the 1.5 C target.

The Evolution of a Religious Community
The virtue of charity is practiced when one

person speaks the truth out of respect for the
other. Members do so whether than truth is
good news or bad. They don’t have to tell all
l- the truth, at least as they see it, at any one
time, but charity requires that they speak the

truth. It is far more useful, for example, to respond to a fellow sister, priest, or brother honestly
during a community meeting than to spend the next week telling everyone else what was on one’s
mind. The first response is adult, the second is patronizing.

Likewise, remaining silent and allowing a person who is angry, withdrawn, or abusing alcohol to
control the community with his or her behavior has little to do with gospel living. In failing to take
action, those who make up the group eventually become crippled. Learning to disagree and resolve
differences are skills that can be acquired. And learn them the community must. What alternative
do they have? To wring their hands in despair about the state of the local community? Such
behavior, as we well know, will do little to change the quality of life within the group.

During this second phase, the community leader often becomes the focus of criticism. Previously
viewed in a positive light, his or her limitations are now a topic for discussion. A struggle for control
on the part of some also may be evident during this second phase, with a few members testing their
influence on the group, usually in subtle ways. Others may try to establish a hierarchy of importance
among community members based on age, academic degrees, a progressive or traditional attitude
toward religious life and its renewal, or other criteria. s
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This second phase of development is an uneasy time in the life
of any community. A fear of conflict and an unwillingness on
the part of some to accept the differences that exist among the I "
group’s members can cause them to surrender all responsibility SUCCESS TEAMWORK COOPERATION SO00AL REEDOM PicRLl
to a strong leader.

Communities that move successfully through the phase of i

working out differences develop a quality called cohesiveness. A community spirit emerges;
cooperation and mutual support, and a sense of unity are evident. Having decided to come together
around common goals and agreeing that is safe to disagree, community members are ready to



establish norms for the group. They can speak honestly about their hopes and disappointments and
arrive at a consensus about the details of their lives together.

Finally, having passed through the phases of coming together, working out differences, and
establishing norms, the community will arrive at the last phase in its initial development: getting on
with the task at hand. What exactly does this phase entail? Having laid a solid foundation for life
together, they are now able to live out honestly the day-to-day realities that any group must face. All
will proceed well if respect for others in the community is cherished and right relations are
encouraged.
