SAINT OF THE WEEK
SAINT LEONARD
OF PORTO MAURIZIO

The remmarkabk life of Saint Leonard B
(Paul Jerome Casanova) began with his
birth on December 20, 1676 at Porto
Maurizio, a seaport near Genoa, [laly |
on the Riviera di Ponente, the son of a N
ship captain, Domemco Casanova and :'—:l
Anna Maria Benza. He was placed at B =
the age of thirteen with his uncle

Agostino to study for a career as a physician, but after a
brilliant cowrse of study with the Jesuits in Rome, the
vouth decided against medicine, and his uncle disowned
him. He joined the Riformella, a branch of the Franciscans
of the Strict Observance/. OnOctober 2, 1697, he received
the habat, and afier making lus novihate at Ponticelli m the
Sabine mountains, he completed his studies at  the
principal house of the Riformella, 5. Bonaventura on the
Palatine at Rome, where he was ordained in 1703, Afler
his ordimation he remained there as lector professor,
expecting to be sent to the Chinese missions. It was i
1704 that he was seized with a severe gastric hemorrhage,
he was sent to his native Porto Maurizio to recuperate ina
Franciscan monastery. Afler four vears he was restored to
health, and began to preach in Porto Maurizio and the
vicimty.

Saint Leormard was sent to Florence in 1709 where he
preached in the city and nearby region. Wherever he went
he spread devotion to the Way of the Cross which he
established in over 500 places, including the Coliseum. He
also fostered perpetual adoration of the Blessed Sacrament
and devotion to the Immaculate Conception of the Blessed
Virgin Mary., A great preacher, he was often invited to
other areas. He was sent as a missionary by Pope Benedict
XIV to Corsica in 1 744 where he restored discipline to the
holy orders there. but local politics greatly limited his
success in preaching. He retwned exhawsted to Rome
where he spent the rest of his days. Returning to Rome
from a mssion m Bologm, St Leonard passed m the
comvent of St. Bonaventure on November 26, 1751, God
glorified him with miracks in his life, but more so after his
death. Pope Pius VI, who had known him personally,
beatified him in 1796; Pope Pius [X canonized him June
20 1867. Pope Pis XI appointed him Patron of all
mussionaries. The Feast of Saint Leonard of Port Mawrizio
in the Church calendar on November 26,
