Today the child born on Christmas is revealed to be the long-
awaited king of the Jews. 
As the priests and scribes interpret the prophecies in todayôs 
Gospel, He is the ruler expected from the line of King David, 
whose greatness is to reach to the ends of the earth 
(see Micah 5:1ï3; 2 Samuel 5:2). 
Jesus is found with His mother, as Davidôs son, Solomon, 
was enthroned alongside his Queen Mother (see 1 Kings 
2:19). And the magi come to pay Him tribute, as once kings 
and queens came to Solomon (see 1 Kings 10:2,25). 
His coming evokes promises that extend back to Israelôs be-
ginnings. 
Centuries before, an evil king seeking to destroy Moses and 
the Israelites had summoned Balaam, who came from the 
East with two servants. But Balaam refused to curse Israel, 
and instead prophesied that a star and royal staff would arise 
out of Israel and be exalted above all the nations 
(see Numbers 22:21; 23:7; 24:7, 17). 
This is the star the three magi follow. And like Balaam, they 
too refuse to be tangled in an evil kingôs scheme. Their pil-
grimage is a signðthat the prophesies in todayôs First Read-
ing and Psalm are being fulfilled. They come from afar, guid-
ed by Godôs light, bearing the wealth of nations, to praise Is-
raelôs God. 
We celebrate today our own entrance into the family of God, 
and the fulfillment of Godôs plan that all nations be united 
with Israel as co-heirs to His Fatherly blessings, as Paul re-
veals in todayôs Epistle. 
We too must be guided by the root of David, the bright morn-
ing star (see Revelation 22:16), and the light of the world 
(see Isaiah 42:6; John 8:12). 
As the magi adored Him in the manger, let us renew our vow 
to serve Him, placing our giftsðour intentions and talentsð
on the altar in this Eucharist. We must offer to Him our very 
lives in thanksgiving. No lesser gift will suffice for this new-
born King.

Pope Francis on Tuesday announced a special year dedi-
cated to St. Joseph starting from 8 December 2020 until 8 
December 2021, on the occasion of the 150th anniversary 
of the proclamation of St. Joseph as the Patron of the Uni-
versal Church. During this period, the faithful will have 
the opportunity to commit themselves ñwith prayer and 
good works, to obtain, with the help of St. Joseph, head of 
the heavenly Family of Nazareth, comfort and relief from 
the serious human and social tribulations that besiege the 
contemporary world today.ò 
 

Therefore, the gift of indulgences granted through a de-
cree of the Apostolic Penitentiary by mandate of the Holy 
Father ñwill be of great benefit to the perfect attainment 
of the appointed purpose.ò 
Conditions for the plenary indulgenceðThe plenary in-
dulgence is granted to the faithful under the usual condi-
tions (sacramental confession, Eucharistic Communion, 
and prayer for the Popeôs intentions) to Christians who, 
with a spirit detached from any sin, participate in the Year 
of St. Joseph on these occasions and manners indicated by 
the Apostolic Penitentiary: 
-       The plenary indulgence is granted to those who will 
meditate for at least 30 minutes on the Lordôs Prayer, or 
take part in a Spiritual Retreat of at least one day that in-
cludes a meditation on St. Joseph. ñSt. Joseph, an authen-
tic man of faith, invites usò, the decree reads, ñto redis-
cover our filial relationship with the Father, to renew fi-
delity to prayer, to listen and correspond with profound 
discernment to Godôs will.ò 
-       The indulgence can also be obtained by those who, 
following St. Josephôs example, will perform a spiritual 
or corporal work of mercy. St. Joseph ñencourages us to 
rediscover the value of silence, prudence and loyalty in 
carrying out our duties,ò the decree notes. 
-       The recitation of the Holy Rosary in families and 
among engaged couples is another way of obtaining in-
dulgences, in order that ñall Christian families may be 
stimulated to recreate the same atmosphere of intimate 
communion, love and prayer that was in the Holy Fami-
ly.ò 
-       Everyone who entrusts their daily activity to the pro-
tection of St. Joseph, and every faithful who invokes the 
intercession of St. Joseph so that those seeking work can 
find dignifying work can also obtain the plenary indul-
gence. -        
 

The plenary indulgence is also granted to the faithful who 
will recite the Litany to St. Joseph (for the Latin tradi-
tion), or the Akathistos to St. Joseph (for the Byzantine 
tradition), or any other prayer to St. Joseph proper to the 
other liturgical traditions, for the persecuted Church ad 
intra and ad extra, and for the relief of all Christians suf-
fering all forms of persecution.
