Sts. Simon & Jude

A tradition attests that the two Apostles went to evangelize Armenia and
Persia, and that they suffered martyrdom in the city of Suanir in the year
47. However, according to Eastern tradition, St. Simon died peacefully in
Edessa. St. Simon was also called the Zealot, because he refused to recog-
nize pagan rule over Palestine. The mother of St. Jude Thaddeus was Mary
of Cleophas, a sister-in-law of the Blessed Virgin, who with the Virgin
Mary stood by the Cross of Jesus on Calvary. His father was a brother of St. Joseph. Jude was
one of those that his fellow countrymen called a “brother” of the Son of the Carpenter, because
it was a custom among the Jews at that time to call cousins brothers. He wrote an epistle to
combat the Gnostic heresy, which was just beginning to appear. In 1605, the relics of the two
Apostles were transported to the Vatican Basilica and placed in a crypt under the Altar of the
Crucifixion. Tradition tells us this was the site where the cross of St. Peter once stood. St.
Jude is the patron saint of desperate causes & the patron of the impossible. St. Simon is the
patron saint of couriers, sawyers, and tanners.
