Dear parishioners,  

With May comes flowers blooming, trees greening 

up, thunderstorms rumbling across the plains, and 

also the month of Mary. Mary, who is our queen 

and mother of God, is our highest intercessor and 

the highest honor of our race. When Mary was 

immaculately conceived, God began to set his plan 

in motion for our savior to be born. And when 

the Holy Spirit overshadowed Mary, and she 

became pregnant with Jesus Christ, we see God 

bringing his promises to fulfillment.

One of the things that Mary is 

famous for, of course, is the birth of Jesus, so we 

especially implore her intercession for pregnant 

mothers and families in trouble. With the recent 

Charlie Gard and Alfie Evans cases fresh on our 

minds, and in the wake of the scandalous remarks 

made by Michelle Wolf at the White House 

Correspondent’s dinner, it should be very clear 

that our task to win the culture over to Christ is 

not complete, and that we, as a Christian people, 

should not only be praying for a right to life and 

dignity of persons, but also helping by affirming 

life in all its stages, from conception until natural 

death. One way we can help is by participating in 

the Matthew 25 project that our parish has 

started, which aims to help properly clothe foster 

children. But we can also help in other ways, for 

instance, volunteering at the Living Hope 

Pregnancy Center. Together we can change the 

culture and win it over for Christ, through the 

intercession of His Immaculate Mother. So during 

this month of May, please pray for a greater 

respect for all life, and especially pray for those 

who have an unplanned pregnancy, that they will 

receive the help they need. Mary, Mother of God, 

pray for us!
