I am so grateful to all who contribute to the life of our parishes with their time, talent or treasure. I am espe-

cially grateful to those who have increased their offertory amount. I know it is not easy, but it makes a big difference in 
the finances of our parishes, the quality of service we can provide, and our viability into the future. Thank you! In order to 

make our offertory process easier and safer, we will now be offering the possibility of electronic giving. It is important to note that our 
traditional methods of giving are not going away: you can still use your envelopes, or make cash or check donations in the collection basket at 

Mass if you wish to continue to do so.  If your financial situation does not allow you to contribute to the parish monetarily, please remember that 
your presence among us is already a wonderful contribution, that you can support us through volunteering and by praying for us, that you are 
always welcome! 
What is Electronic Funds Transfer?  
Electronic Funds Transfer is an arrangement you make to have funds moved electronically from your bank account to All Saints, Holy Cross or 
Saint Anthony Parishes. This transaction happens through We Share, a service that will charge your account and make payment to the church. 
What is We Share? Is it safe? Will I have to pay extra fees? 
WeShare is managed, designed and built by LPi, or Liturgical Publications. LPi is the supplier of our parish bulletins and offers a safe and secure 
method of managing our online contributors. The site is certified PCI Level 1 compliant providing the highest level of data security. LPi has never 
had a breach in the system, and all information is stored securely.  You will be charged no fees for this service. 
Why should I transition to this system? 7 reasons 
Because, 1) It will be easier for you, 2) It allows you to plan your contributions, 3) It allows you to contribute regularly even if you happen to be 
away or unable to come on a given weekend, 4) It makes everything safer both for you and for the parish, 5) It will save your parish a lot of mon-
ey by reducing the time for collection counting and data entry as well as the cost of paper envelopes. If everyone in one of our parishes signed up 
for this method of contribution we would save $6000 a year just by the fact that we would not have to do data entry. To give you some perspec-
tive $6000 is more than our biggest fundraisers make in a year, more than All Saints makes with Bingo, more than Saint Anthony makes with the 
Combo Sale, more than Holy Cross makes with all its fundraisers together. 6) The survival of our parishes depends on three factors: a) high 
attendance numbers, b) sound finances, c) ease of management, this system will greatly contribute to two of these three factors: ease of man-
agement and financial viability. And 7) it is better for the environment, since no paper is exchanged. 
We are grateful to those who filled in paper forms to transition to this system, your information is in the system and withdrawals from your ac-
count will begin in October.
