   The Work of Christmas 
 

Most of us have been so busy with the season that we are probably ready to be done 

with Christmas, and in many ways, yes it is over and we can move on. The Christmas gather-

ings, the gifts, etc. that is all done and we can rest now. On the other hand, our Christmas season ex-

tends until the Baptism of the Lord, which we will celebrate this year on January 13th and maybe this coming 

two weeks are a great opportunity for us to slow down and reflect on the meaning of Christmas, on what Baby Jesus, 

shows us about God, about how immense GodΩs love for us is, about how GodΩs preference for the poor and humble, 

etc. Then, on January 13th the church season will be over, but the work of Christmas, our mission to be GodΩs presence 

for each other, especially for the poor will and should extend for the whole year. 

   Aware of this, I have been working for the last 6 months on securing some opportunities for our parishes to expand 

even more our already amazing commitment to serving the poor. The first step back in January was to secure 3% of 

our regular collection income as a tithing budget that we can use to help the poor in our area. The next step was a se-

ries of conversations with Catholic Charities of Tompkins/Tioga to see how we could partner to better serve the poor in 

North East Tompkins County.  I am happy to share with you today that Catholic Charities of Tompkins Tioga  and N.E.T. 

Catholic, have now officially partnered to open a Samaritan Center for North East Tompkins County. This service will be 

located on the Holy Cross campus in Freeville, offering personal care items and clothing as well as emergency financial 

assistance, but most importantly having a case manager that is properly trained and can sit with each client and help 

them connect with different services and come up with a plan to be self-sufficient. Catholic Charities will provide the 

trained personnel and their great expertise, we will provide the space, financial support (a good percentage of our tith-

ing budget, donations in kind and a  few volunteers.) We hope this operation will be up and running by February.  

   I have also been working to secure an international project that the 3 sister parishes could support together, so that 

our love and service to the poor, our fulfilment of the Mission of the Gospel can extend beyond our area, I hope to 

have this lined up by the beginning of March. We will be sharing more information about these two projects in the 

coming weeks. 

   What can you and your family do in 2019 to better love and serve the poor?
