Dear Friends in Christ: 
 
 After the six weeks of Lent, the seven weeks of Easter, followed by the 
Solemnities of the Most Holy Trinity and last Sunday the Most Holy Body and 
Blood of Christ ï the Church this weekend in her liturgy picks up with the season 
of Ordinary Time which for this year will be celebrated for the next twenty-two 
weekends ï until November 15, 2020. The priest and deacon wear green Mass 
vestments ï green in our Catholic tradition is meant to convey a sign of hope. 
The liturgical season of Ordinary Time calls us to grow in the Christian virtue of 
hope and to live out our faith in extraordinary ways ï through word and example 
ï bringing hope in Christ to all. 

The Gospel of Saint Matthew at Mass this weekend is filled with hope. Jesus says to us: ñDo 
not be afraid!ò How good it is for us to hear this message from Jesus, especially in all that we     
continue to experience with the COVID-19 pandemic. He knows we need to hear this! Jesus knew 
that some of us need to be reminded again and again and again not to worry. So many times in the 
Gospels we hear Jesus asking us not to worry. Three times in todayôs Gospel we hear Jesus     
saying: ñDo not be afraid!ò 

Jesus is a model for us in coping with anxiety, distress and worry. What was the remedy   
Jesus used? Having faith in God the Father and sharing the cause of his worry in prayer with the 
Father. We see a transformation in Jesus during his prayer. This is what can happen to us, when in 
the midst of our own fears and worries we come in faith and bring our anxieties to God in prayer. 
We can be transformed during prayer and receive strength from God to face what lies ahead. In 
faith, let us always turn to prayer and find hope in God, and in turn, may we be examples to inspire 
hope in one another. May we take encouragement from Saint Paul in our Second Reading at Mass 
today, throughout our lives sharing the hope found in Christ with each other, so that ñthe gracious 
gift of the one man Jesus Christ will overflow for the manyò (Romans 5:15).
