Hello, Father Luciano here! How are you doing? Last Monday we reopened our 
church and started to celebrate Mass publicly. Unfortunately, only 50 people per 
Mass were and will be allowed to attend. Father Troy and I decided to add a few 
more Masses but our Parish community is big and we canôt make everybody hap-
py. Thatôs why we continue to publish spiritual reflections. Better this than nothing 
at all.  
 

Today is the feast of the Holy Trinity and I would like to invite you to stop thinking 
about God. ñOhhh... Father Luciano, is everything okay with you?ò you ask. Donôt 
worry, I am okay! Let me explain what I mean. 
 

A question for you parents. Have you ever tried to explain the Holy Trinity to your 
children? Try it, you will be surprised. Why? Because after your very meticulous 
explanation of one God in three Persons, the Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit 
(that is not completely clear to you), and to your question, ñSo, do you understand 
the Holy Trinity?ò they will probably answer, ñYes, I understand.ò This is what hap-
pens to me most of the time with kids at school. ñSo, do you understand the Trini-
ty?ò ñYes, father!ò I used to say to myself, ñThese kids are so nice and respectful. 
They donôt like to embarrass me. Thatôs why they say, yes!ò 
 

I was wrong to think of it in that way. The Holy Trinity is the action of spontaneous 
love, pure love. For children itôs easy to understand the Holy Trinity because their 
lives are composed of actions of spontaneous love. Our minds, our adult minds 
are too complicated. Most of the time we no longer trust in spontaneous actions of 
love; therefore, we can rarely experience the essence of our life, that is love, the 
Holy Trinity. 
 

Let me go back to my initial point. I am really convinced that we spend too much 
time and effort thinking about God. Maybe we should spend less time thinking 
about God and instead simply be with God.  What I mean is, ñWould you rather be 
with the one you love or think about the one you love?ò 
 

In the Gospel by (Matthew 28:16-20), Jesus does not say that we are to make 
disciples of all nations by telling them to think about the Father, the Son, and the 
Holy Spirit. He says, ñbaptize them;ò immerse them, in the name of the Father, 
and of the Son, and the Holy Spirit. This is the point, to be immersed with the Fa-
ther, the Son, and the Holy Spirit. This is how we can understand the apparent 
unsolvable explanation of the Holy Trinity. 
 

To better explain this point, I would like to invite you to picture in your mind the 
person with whom you have the closest, deepest relationship. Really picture him 
or her and your relationship. When you are with that person you are not thinking 
about him or her. In moments of love, you look at him or her and see yourself in 
his or her life and he or she does the same with you. Likewise, we all open our-
selves to each other. We give ourselves to others and receive others into our-
selves. That is the Trinitarian life. Thatôs why children are able to understand the 
Holy Trinity. 
 

When we really love a person, we can experience moments of spontaneous love, 
we can experience Trinitarian moments. Love for one another and faith in the Holy 
Trinity are related. Our love for one another is the precondition for a Trinitarian 
faith and a Trinitarian faith is what makes possible and gives meaning to our love 
for another. 
 

The Holy Trinity is not a concept to be explained, numbers to be calculated, or a 
problem to be solved. It is a life to be lived, a love to be shared, and a beauty to 
be revealed. Stop thinking about God; instead, experience Him in your life!
