For the past three weeks, the participants in
the parish Bible Study have been reflecting
on the different Gospel presentations of the
Passion of our Lord. The different versions
of Jesus' last words from the Cross
prompted quite some discussion, which you
might find interesting.

NARRATIVES OF JESUS

In Matthew and Mark, Jesus cries out "My God, my God, why
have you forsaken me?" However, in Luke, Jesus cries out
"Father, into your hands | commend my spirit." Why the
difference? Matthew and Mark were writing for a Jewish
audience who would have been very familiar with Psalm 22,
which begins "My God, my God, why have you forsaken me?"
Luke was writing for a Gentile audience and would only have
heard the absolute anguish and despair of those words, so he
chose to emphasize the Father-Son relationship and instead
took a quote from Psalm 31. What was the different
experience for the Jewish audience? They would have
known the whole of Psalm 22, which foretells the whole
Passion and Resurrection story.

"My God, my God, why have you forsaken me?...All who see
me mock at me;...let him rescue the one in whom he
delights....they divide my clothes among themselves, and for
my clothing they cast lots....The poor shall eat and be
satisfied;...All the ends of the earth shall remember and turn
to the Lord; and all the families of the nations shall worship
before him...Posterity will serve him; future generations will be
told about the Lord, and proclaim his deliverance to a people
yet unborn, saying that he has done it."

News from the Knights of Columbus

The Knights of Columbus are trying to promote the Way of the Cross and will be
leading a service of this rich prayer of the church. What does this mean? Well,
everybody knows that suffering is a condition of human existence. Everybody suffers.
If it is not one thing it is another. The shadow of the Cross is inclusive. There are no
exceptions.

The Hindus have aimed at eliminating suffering but as of yet have not succeeded. In
the book of Job suffering is confronted. Job is torn apart in every way. He cannot
eliminate his cross but he does come up with a new attitude to suffering. If you can see
God in the eye of the storm and accept the mystery of suffering, then life will be greatly
improved; and thus, Job was restored.

The Christian perspective on suffering or the cross is that we are purified through the
cross but not from the cross. Christ suffered, died and rose from the dead. We call this
the Paschal Mystery. His death was foolishness to the Greeks for they sought
knowledge or wisdom and it was a stumbling block to the Jews for they sought signs or
miracles. But with Christ, the desolation of the cross ended in victory, i.e., the
Resurrection. In other words, the outcome was victorious. Jesus conquered sin and
death and He showed us the meaning of resurrection. Our bodies will be physically
raised from the dead and while we will look the same we will have qualitive
differences. That means we will not get sick or die. So cheer up, no more doctors or
medical prescriptions.

The Knights then will lead the Way of the Cross Liturgy on Friday 26 March at 6.30
pm, in the church. It will be preceded by a rosary at 6.00 p.m. All are welcome and all
COVID protocols will be followed.
