T he Holy Family was a familyð not a mother and a son 
with a man in the house. Joseph and Mary were 

husband and wife and Jesus was the son of both; Maryôs 
son by birth, Josephôs son because Joseph had accepted 
him, which for Jewish law was decisive. Joseph was the 
head of the house.  
é 
Artists have tended to picture Joseph as an old manð 
apparently on the principle that since Mary had a child she 
had to have a husband for the sake of her reputation; and 
obviously since that was her sole reason for having a 
husband, the older the better. But such an arrangement, with 
Joseph merely brought in to keep the neighbors from 
talking, would hardly be a marriage at all, but rather a 
mockery of marriage. To repeat a phrase, Joseph was not 
simply a man living in the house. He was the head of the 
house, and within the family his word was law. And he was 
Maryôs husband. We must think of them as truly husband 
and wife, with a true union of personalities, each bringing 
completion to the other, with a profound sharing of interest, 
sharing of lives, enriched by the special graces from God 
that their virginity called for.  
 
We must remember that Mary and Joseph were both great 
saints. Sanctity is the right direction of energy, and the 
special energy it directs is the energy of love. Both loved 
God supremely and their love of God poured back in a great 
flood of love of each other, love so great that it made the 
ordinary outward manifestation unnecessary. There was 
more love in that virginal family, more married love, than 
ever a family has known.  
 
A Child Who Was God 
 
God the Son, possessing the divine nature eternally, became 
man. Not laying aside his divinity, he made human nature 
his own; and this nature was not a mask, wearing which he 
would look like a man and act like a man; it was not a 
pretense of any kind. His human soul and body were real, 
and really his; as your soul and body are real, are really 
yours. True God, he became true man. 
é 
He did not take short cuts! He did not use the divinity of his 
person to bypass the difficulties of his humanity.  As an 
infant, he had to be fed from his motherôs breast. He could  
have nourished his infant body by an act of his divine 
omnipotence, but that would have been to turn his 
humanity, not into a farce of course, but to some extent a 
fiction. Miracles, when he came to work them, were for 
others, not to save himself trouble. He had to learn to walk, 
and must be helped by his parents; he had to learn to talk, 
with them still aiding. We must not think of him as being 

able to talk all the time, and merely humoring them by 
letting them think they were teaching him. When he said 
his first clear word, they were delighted and proud. With 
their aid he had really accomplished something which his 
vocal organs and the experimental powers of his human 
mind would not have accomplished unaided.  
 
If Mary and Joseph had not nourished the child adequately, 
he would have been undernourished, and his body would 
have shown it. If they taught him to speak with a Galilean 
accent, then he spoke with a Galilean accentð at any rate 
until such time as schoolteachers or the meeting with men 
of other provinces had let him hear a more conventional 
utterance.  Many a child ends up more learned than his 
parents, but there is a time when they are his only teachers. 
So it was with Jesus. In his human mind there were certain 
supernatural giftsé but in the order of natural knowledge, 
as in the order of bodily development, he grew like other 
men. It was in these two orders that Mary and Joseph had to 
play then-parental part in his growth.  
é 
The fifth-century heretic Nestorius is said to have asserted 
that he could not believe that the infant at the Motherôs 
breast was God. And we ourselves may feel something of 
the same difficulty. But the greatest monarch ruling, the 
greatest poet writing, the greatest scientist discoveringð 
these are no nearer to the infinity and omnipotence of God 
than a newborn baby wailing. Compared with the infinite, 
the mightiest of created things is less than a speck of dust. 
God taking our nature and being more majestic than man 
has ever been is not by the shadow of a hairôs breadth less 
mysterious than God taking our nature and being an infant.
