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Message from Father Jeff P.2

Holy Week Liturgy & Congregational
Singing

Dear Friends in Christ:
Anh chi em than mén trong Chua Kito:
Estimados Amigos y Amigas en Cristo:

“O gates, lift high your heads, grow higher ancient
doors. Let him enter, the king of glory!” (Psalm 24:9
-10)

It is hard to believe that at this time last year, we
were in complete lockdown. With the churches
closed, the celebration of Holy Week was left to just
a skeleton crew with Cardinal DiNardo in the Co-
Cathedral. This year, I am deeply grateful to be able
to celebrate the mysteries of Holy Week for the first
time as your parish priest, but I am even more
grateful that the People of God get to be with us
again. Nonetheless, COVID-19 is still with us, so the
celebration of Holy Week will still involve some
liturgical modifications. Some involve the particular
selection of options that the Roman Rite always
provides, while others are customized modifications
provided by Rome for use during the pandemic this
year. I would like to outline some of the changes you
can expect to see.

On Palm Sunday, the palms will be blessed during
Mass. People can pick up a palm on their way into
the church. At the appropriate time, the celebrant
will ask everyone to hold up their palms and will then
bless and sprinkle them.

The Chrism Mass on Tuesday will not be open to the
public to this year. In addition to the priests of the
Archdiocese and the assisting ministers, each parish
will be represented by a couple of members who will
aid in the acquisition of oils for their parishes. This
Mass will be livestreamed.

On Holy Thursday, the washing of feet (which is
always optional) will be omitted. The Eucharistic
procession at the end of Mass will be simplified,
although time in Adoration will still be permitted
afterwards until midnight. On Good Friday, the
Adoration of the Cross will be done differently.
Instead of individuals coming up to venerate the
Cross, the celebrant will venerate it before the
congregation is given several minutes to gaze upon it.

At the Easter Vigil, the lighting of the Easter fire will
be omitted as will the procession with the Paschal

Candle and the lighting of individual candles.
Instead, the Mass will begin with the ministers in the
sanctuary with the preparation and lighting of the
Paschal Candle before the Exsultet. There will be
four Old Testament readings (and accompanying
psalms), the epistle, and the Gospel. The Elect and
Candidates will receive the Sacraments of Initiation
in the usual manner. On Easter Sunday, we will
celebrate the full Mass schedule with the exception of
the 5:30 PM Mass. The 11:00 AM Mass will be
livestreamed (as well as the liturgy of Holy Thursday,
Good Friday, and the Easter Vigil). I look forward to
seeing many joyful faces, especially those who have
been away for a while.

On another note, Easter will mark another milestone
towards normalcy. Throughout the pandemic, we
have restricted congregational singing to minimize
the potential projection of the virus into the air by
anyone who might be infected (singing projects much
further than speaking). We will continue to be
careful to avoid those parts which are long in nature
and/or occur early during the Mass.

That being said, I am pleased to announce that we
will begin to reintroduce liturgical singing beginning
with the parts given priority by the documents of the
Church. Many do not know that the first priority is
not given to hymns. Instead, the priority is given first
to dialogues (e.g. “The Lord be with you / And with
your spirit.”) and acclamations (Alleluia, Sanctus,
Memorial Acclamation, and Amen). Next priority is
given to antiphons and psalms, including the
Responsorial Psalm. Third of all, we have refrains
such as the Kyrie and the Agnus Dei.

The last category is that of hymns. This includes
variable hymns but also texts such as the Gloria.
This last category we will continue to avoid for now
due to their longer nature. For other chants, however,
we look forward to being able to her the voices of
people once again. [ would ask that people,
especially those who have been most critical of
COVID-19 restrictions, take the lead at Mass in
helping us in this important step back to liturgical
normalcy.

O Sacred Heart of Jesus, we place all our trust in You. Amen.
