Stewardship  Reflection  

St. Faustina Parish is a community of Roman Catholics Inspired by the Holy Spirit called to reflect Godôs Divine Mercy,  

to foster spiritual growth, and attend to the temporal and spiritual needs of all Godôs people. 

Jesus said to the crowd, ñWhoever eats my flesh and drinks my 
blood has eternal lifeé.ò We can hardly blame the crowd for 
their shock at this statement ð eating the Flesh and drinking 
the Blood of our Lord should cause us a bit of a shock. Yet how 
easy it is to show up at Mass Sunday after Sunday, receiving 
the Eucharist as simply part of a weekly routine. 
 
If we really spent time contemplating the gift our Lord is offering 
us in this sacrament, we would be awestruck at the love and 
power in this gift. Through it, our Lord is giving us the very best 
He has to give ð Himself. Not even the greatest theological 
scholar or the holiest of saints can fully understand this mystery. 
 
Thankfully we donôt need to be a saint or a scholar to receive 
this gift. But we should do our best to receive the Eucharist with 
gratitude. And we can look to todayôs readings to glean two fun-
damental principles for becoming better Christian stewards. 
 
The Eucharist is the foundation for a stewardship way of life. 
Through His gift of the Eucharist, God fills us with His love and 
strength. This love and strength empower us to live as generous 
stewards ð to be faithful to the ministries we serve in, joyful in 
material giving, and offer our very best to our families and secu-
lar work. 
 
The Eucharist is the ultimate inspiration for a stewardship way 
of life. When we contemplate this gift of God, we will want to 
make a joyful return to Him. Mass will become anything but rou-
tine and we will live each day as His passionate disciples. 

 

Father Ramonės  

Message  

For my flesh is true food, and my blood is true drink. Whoever 
eats my flesh and drinks my blood remains in me and I in him. 
(Jn 6:54-55) 
 
In the face of an unbelieving, questioning crowd, Jesus contin-
ues to 'ratchet up the tension' by pronouncing the fact that his 
disciples need to 'eat his flesh' and 'drink his blood' so as to be 
intimately linked to him. No wonder some of his followers left 
him. But Jesus never minced words. He did not apologize or 
water down the heavy pronouncements about himself as the 
bread come down from heaven. What does this imply in our 
daily lives? It may be worthwhile mentioning about the precious 
blood made available to us during communion. Is the partaking 
of the cup or chalice optional? Rev. Edward Foley, OFMCap, 
said that eating the Body of Christ shows us who we are to 
become. But drinking the Blood of Christ shows us how to do 
that, and to do that on Christ's terms, not ours. Thus, drinking 
the Blood of Christ makes us accountable to the "amen" we 
gave in assenting to becoming what we have eaten, the Body 
of Christ. "Will you drink this cup?" In other words, will you pour 
yourself out for the sake of others as Jesus did for us? In these 
days of hand sanitizers, drinking from a common cup may be 
unusual. Yet it is essential if we are to be the Body of Christ for 
others. (Living Liturgy, p. 197) 
 
Parishioners in our various parish ministries are joyfully giving 
of themselves to be the 'body of Christ' for the parish family. 
The leadership positions in those ministries continue 
to enhance and enrich our young people, our liturgy and the 
administration of our parish goods and resources. You will al-
ways be remembered in our prayers and intentions throughout 
the year and beyond.  
 
Do you notice those plaques on the wall by the sacristy alley? 
The names inscribed on artistic metal are of those who've given 
so much of their resources to keep St. Faustina's place of wor-
ship aglow with all that we need to further enhance worship and 
to give glory to God. We encourage you to inquire from our 
church 'wish list' and to respond with gracious and grateful 
hearts to those items we need. For example, our growing music 
ministry is dreaming of a grand piano and complement our or-
gan music; monetary contributions toward 'flowers in memory of 
loved ones' can enable our office to order and choose flowers 
and altar decorations way in advance; and dedicating those 
remaining chairs (about 15 left) or donations to pur-
chase chalices and ciboria for a loved one could help build up 
the funds for our future church building.  
 
Finally, our ministry fair come September 15 -16 weekend is 
fast approaching. Please consider being part of the many min-
istries we envision to form and organize to broaden our scope 
of outreach and care for those in need within and outside the 
confines of our parish family. The 'bread' that we are to the rest 
of the world drives us to respond to the world's needs with a 
sense of justice and a spirit of generosity. By giving of our-
selves, we overcome our fears and become the people of com-
passion, reconciliation and justice God created us to be. 
Amen?

THE 2019 MASS INTENTION BOOK 
WILL BE OPEN FOR SCHEDULING ON 
Tuesday, Sept. 4th at 10 AM. 
Reminder of the new procedures we had 
to install back in March of 2017 in order 
to be fair to all. Because we have grown 

somewhat, Parishioners/requesters may offer NO MORE than 3 
Masses per month. Requesters are only permitted ONE 
intention per month on the WEEKEND, and 2 intentions per 
month on weekdays. Masses must be paid for at time they are 
put in the book. If someone calls to ñhold a dateò, there is no 
guarantee it will be held for more than 5 business days. 
Customary offering of $10.00 per intention must be in hands of 
parish office to finalize scheduling. Only one intention per Mass 
unless from same family (no more than 3 names) and approved 
by Pastor. Again, to be fair to all, this is done on a first come/first 
serve basis. Preferred manner of scheduling is to come to parish 
office. NO PRIVATE INTENTIONS will be scheduled on 
Christmas, Easter, Motherôs & Fatherôs Day, All Souls day, 
Thanksgiving Day, Holy Thursday and any others blocked off by 
Pastor. Due to Pastorôs Obligation to offer Mass for the 
Parishioners weekly, there will be one weekend Mass set aside 
for that on a rotating basis. Please be understanding of the need 
for these procedures and be kind to the staff.
