All who have been baptized and 
evangelized into the Christian 
community agree on the need for a 
complete turnaround or ômetanoiaõ to 
become an active missionary disciple. 
We preach from what we experience 
as mercy and love from God the 
Father, Son and Holy Spirit to a world 
wrapped in sin and indifference.  
 
In what way is Jesus calling you to 
collaborate in the building up of the 
parish family? Are the ministries 
focused on the work of Jesus Christ 
and the building up of the Kingdom?  
Do you give in to pettiness and gossip 
instead of reconciliation?  Do you 
have a private space and a personal 
time to pray?  
 
Divisions or factions in a faith 
community is unwelcome. Contrary to 
what is happening in the political 
arena, emerging factions and signs of 
division must be addressed 
immediately. Culture, language, 
sexuality, and religion must be seen in 
the inclusive love of Jesus Christ.
