On January 24, 2020 many people of the U.S. participated in the March for Life, a pro-life
demonstration in Washington, DC. Among those people, young and old, was the
granddaughter of our Office Manager. Kelly Graczyk, along with 37 other Bishop Foley High
School students and her dad as one of the chaperones, travelled by bus to participate in this
event. Many people from the Archdiocese of Detroit attended also. This March for Life has
taken place annually since 1974, the year after the Supreme Court effectively legalized
abortion. Among those who attended this March was our President, Donald Trump. He
became the first president to attend this March. In previous years, Presidents Ronald
Reagan, George W. Bush had prerecorded a message of support. Our current President
attended in person with “a profound honor” showed respect for life. He said, “We are here
for a very simple reason: to defend the right of every child, born and unborn, to fulfil their
God-given potential”. In his remarks, President Trump emphasized the role of “strong
women, amazing faith leaders and brave students”. In our parish family we have many men
and women who are pro-life. Our Christian Service Committee supports life by selling
flowers each year for Mother’s Day and collecting signatures to ban dismemberment
abortions. Among the many volunteers here in our parish, Mrs. Kathleen Wroblewski is very
active in the movement of pro-life.

Unleash the Gospel Minute: More about Disciples

Last weeks' UTG article about disciples stated “discipleship is a journey, not a destination. Disciples
need assistance on their journey from their parish, fellow Catholics, and especially from God.” What
type of assistance?

1. Disciples are supported by God. “The Holy Spirit pours God's love into
our hearts, revealing our exalted identity as beloved sons and daughters of
God. Recognizing that we cannot give what we do not have, we continually
seek to be refreshed in God’s presence and filled again and again with his
love, so that it is his own love we are giving away.” (UTG Guidepost 1, The

New Pentecost) ‘ A

2. Disciples also need support from fellow Catholics. “Do some people attend Mass in isolation,
not knowing or being known by others? Are all aware of their responsibility to encourage and build
up the faith of others?” (UTG Marker 3.1)

3. Finally, disciples need support from their parish. “Encounter / Grow / Witness” is the threefold
process for evangelization that has proven its worth in our local Church and will be our paradigm
as we go forward in unleashing the Gospel. Every person in the Archdiocese is called to encounter
Jesus anew, to grow daily as his disciple, and to give witness to the power of his mercy. Parishes
need to constantly foster opportunities for people to encounter Jesus; help parishioners to grow
continually in discipleship and deepen their relationship with Christ; and help every parishioner
become a witness to God’s everlasting mercy and thereby unleash the Gospel to everyone they
meet.” (UTG, Guidepost 9)
