Gospel Reflection on the Fourteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time
(Adapted from Celebrating Sunday for Catholic Families by Karen O’Malley)

Hearing the Word (Matthew 11:25-30):

At that time Jesus exclaimed: ‘I give praise to you, Father, Lord of heaven and earth, for although
you have hidden these things from the wise and the learned you have revealed them to little ones.
Yes, Father, such has been your gracious will. All things have been handed over to me by my
Father. No one knows the Son except the Father, and no one knows the Father except the Son
and anyone to whom the Son wishes to reveal him.

“Come to me, all you who labor and are burdened, and | will give you rest. Take my yoke upon you
and learn from me, for | am meek and humble of heart; and you will find rest for yourselves. For my
yoke is easy, and my burden light.”

Reflecting on the Word:

All of us feel weighed down sometimes because of worry, fear, anxiety, despair. When we hang on
to these burdens, they grow heavier and heavier until it is difficult to move at all. Jesus urges us to
come to him, to share our burdens with him, and to allow him to lighten the load we carry. When we
open ourselves fully to Jesus, asking him to help us hear even our deepest darkness and shame, he
will give us rest and peace.

How can you trust Jesus with your burdens?

What burdens (physical, emotional, or spiritual) do you want to give over to Jesus?

O God,
Increase in us the light of faith,
so that, with a renewed spirit
we may live according to Your Will.

me, instead of tormenting myself, | use that time to love Him.” (1033, page 392)

understand so many things, and even such that now amaze me. Oh, how good it is to
abandon oneself totally to God and to give Him full freedom to act in one’s soul!” (134, page 74)

Act of Spiritual Communion

It has long been a Catholic understanding that when circumstances prevent one from receiving
Holy Communion, it is possible to make an Act of Spiritual Communion which is a source of grace.
Spiritual Communion means uniting one’s self in prayer with Christ’s sacrifice and worshipping Him
in His Body and Blood. The most common reason for making an Act of Spiritual Communion is
when a person cannot attend Mass. Acts of Spiritual Communion increase our desire to receive
sacramental Communion and help us avoid the sins that would make us unable to receive Holy
Communion worthily.

My Jesus,
| believe that You are present in the Most Holy Sacrament.
| love You above all things, and | desire to receive You in my soul.
Since | cannot at this moment receive You sacramentally,
come at least spiritually into my heart.
| embrace You as if You were already there and unite myself wholly to You.

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We Love Because He First Loved Us

My confessor admitted to a common theme he’s hearing among COVID-19-related confessions: no
more patience. | think Mother Angelica hit the nail on the head when she said, “We’d all be perfect if
it weren’t for people.” Quarantining with the same people, day after day, will certainly challenge one’s
holiness, don’t your agree? But here’s the thing. | was struggling with people before COVID-19. And
by people, | mean my family. | am just going to come out and say it at the risk of you not liking me,
because up until now you had no idea how selfish | was, but here it goes: why do I always have to be
the one to go first? The first to make the coffee. The first to do the dishes. The first to say sorry.

The first to put others first. Why can’t you go first? This is a toxic weed that we need to pull at the
roots. Nothing Kills a relationship faster than a tally chart in your head and a stone of pride in your
heart. And yet, nurturing the weed is easier than lovingly serving our husband or friends, especially
when it requires putting your own comfort aside.

It's tempting to follow the world instead of Christ. The world, after all, would support my complaint.
The world would see nothing wrong with the bitterness | harbor and anger | justify when, once again, |
have to the one in a relationship that goes first. Have you every experienced this feeling? Have you
ever been in a relationship that was dying a slow death because you couldn’t let go of the resentment
for always having to go first? If so, I'd like to offer you one small piece of practical advice; a little
something that works for me when resentment invites himself into my heart, and | reach for that tally
chart.

| turn to Ephesians 6:6-7: “Do the will of God from the heart, willingly serving the Lord and not human
beings.”

How do we do this? How can we willingly serve God as we struggle with wanting to be served? How
do we see God in all of the human faces that we have been staring at for the last three months? |
have an idea. And listen up, because | am not saying this is easy but nothing worth gaining heaven
ever is. The next time you are called to go first, and something in your heart starts bubbling up, and it
is so not love ... ask yourself this:

What if ...

This cup of coffee | serve, | serve to God?
These dishes | clean, | clean for God?
That loving response | offer, | offer to God?

This is how | have been slowly transforming my heart. Ridding it of the bitterness and anger, and
replacing the desire to be served with the desire to be the servant. And not just any servant. But a
servant of Christ. Because here is the thing. | do love Him. And | don’t want anything to get in the
way of that love.

Just this week, as | grabbed myself a cup of coffee (coffee that | made; one check for me on the tally
chart) and settled on the couch with my Bible, | opened up to begin my morning prayer. The reading
was from the first Letter of John, and was not a coincidence: “We love because he first loved us.” -
1 John 4:19.

And so | got up, threw out my tally chart, poured a second cup of coffee, and lovingly brought it to my
husband. You see, when we ask, “But why do | have to go first?”, we must remember ... we don’t.
God does. God did. God went first.
