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I hope that you had a nice and safe Labor Day Weekend.  As you see our church enhancements are 
coming along and we are waiting for the new carpet.  We all hope that our Church both inside and out 
will look beautiful. 
 
We are taking registrations for the students for 2020/2021 Catechetical Year.  There are a lot of con-
cerns about students in classrooms and I am aware of it, but the decision must be made by me and pre-
sented to the families so the families will have a choice to send their children to religious programs or 
teach them by themselves.  In my opinion, that probably psychologists will support, education on-line 
does not help children.  They may memorize some facts, but what about the development of personali-
ty.  How can a child or teenager develop goals, traits of personality (sympathy, empathy, love, and re-
spect) in isolation working from the screen?  They need to be in an environment where they can achieve 
socialization.  I can only assure you that we are taking all the precautions to provide a safe environment 
for children, teachers, and parents. 
 
Currently, we are not offering learning faith on-line.  During this Catechetical Year, instead of offering 
30 classes we are offering 20 classes to reduce the chance of getting the virus, especially in the winter-
time.  The class will last one hour, and each student will be together but with a social distance.  They 
must bring their own notebooks and pencil; face masks must always be worn on-site and enter without 
touching the doors upon entering the hall.  It will be appropriate that parents bring the students to the 
classroom and remain on-site and come into the church where I will be presenting a class.  So, at the 
same time, there will be a class for students and parents.  I hope that you will appreciate it and use this 
time for your personal growth. 

This weekend begins the CSA Appeal for 2020.  You should have received a letter from Archbishop 
Vigneron in your mail last week along with a pledge card.  This year the Archdiocese is handling  the 
campaign.  On-Line giving is available but must be done at www.givecsa.org.    I am appealing to you to  
support our CSA Campaign.  Our goal this year is  $46,360.00.  Remember what is not raised through 
the Campaign, comes out of our parish funds.    Please be generous.

St. Faustina’s Diary is a compilation of her personal spiritual journey:  how she  
encountered Jesus and what He said directly to her.  It’s a beautiful testimony of  
faith, showing how trust in the Lord, especially in times of uncertainty and doubt is  
absolutely essential. 

I rarely have such visions.  But I more often commune with the Lord in a more profound manner.  
My senses sleep and, although not in a visible way, all things become more real and clearer to me 
than if I saw them with my eyes.  My intellect learns more in one moment than during long years 
of thinking and meditation, both as regards the essence of God and as regards revealed truths, and 
also as regards the knowledge of my own misery.  882 page 346 
 
Nothing disturbs my union with the Lord, neither conversation with others nor any duties; even if 
I am to go about settling very important matters, this does not disturb me.  My spirit is with God, 
and my interior being is filled with God, so I do not look for Him (254) outside myself.  He, the 
Lord, penetrates my soul just as a ray from the sun penetrates clear glass.  When I was enclosed in 
my mother’s womb, I was not so closely united with her as I am with my God.  There, it was an un-
awareness; but here, it is the fullness of reality and the consciousness of union.
