I keep going forward bravely—though my feet be-
come wounded—to my homeland and on the way, I nourish myself on the will of God.  It is my 
food.  Help me, happy inhabitants of all heavenly homeland, so that your sister may not falter on 
the way.  Although the desert is fearful, I walk with lifted head and eyes fixed on the sun; that is to 
say, on the merciful Heart of Jesus. 886 page 347 
 
(256)January 19, 1937.  My life at present flows on in peaceful awareness of God.  My silent soul 

lives on Him, and this conscious life of God in my soul is for me a source of happiness and 
strength.  I do not look for happiness outside the depths of my soul in which god dwells; of this I 
am aware.  I feel a certain need to share myself with others.  I have discovered a fountain of 
happiness in my soul, and it is God.
