I know this has been a trying year for so many of you and I pray there is a light shining for you and calling you forward as
we journey through this pandemic. We are in this together and as community we will come out of this stronger. Thank you
for your continued support as we respond to the needs of the community. I am in awe of and truly appreciate the generosity
of the St. Mary’s community. It is a blessing to be here.

As we prepare to come together again as a community, [ would like to announce the launch of the
Refreshed in Your Presence: Campus Improvement and Projects Fund.

maintenance.

e The fences lining our property are in desperate need of mending and replacement.

e The former school building needs roof and gutter repair.

e The parking lot needs to be sealed and lined for safety.

Today we celebrate the Ascension of our Lord. It
is the feast of transition. Our lives are full of transi-
tions. We are always moving from one place to a new and
unfamiliar place. As friars we have adapted to this quite
well! Graduating, getting married, having a baby, starting
a new job, facing new responsibilities, moving into a new
home, having children come home after college, having
parents move in, facing the death of a loved one, recover-
ing from the breakup of a relationship, beginning to see a
therapist, recovering from a heart attack, living with can-
cer - all of these, and many more personal examples we
know in our experience, are transitions. They take us from
what we know, into the unknown. They present us with a
new mission, a new orientation, a new challenge, a new
moment in our vocation, a new part of living our baptism
into Jesus.

In Mark we are told, “Go into the whole world and
proclaim the gospel to every creature.” Like the nervous
and fearful disciples who heard those words, our
transitional growth is from being tentative, afraid, anxious
followers to being those who bring the good news to all
without fear, with courage and with strength. Our mission
is to replace Jesus in this world. We are his witnesses in
this world, giving witness, giving evidence of our faith,
with the commitment of our lives.

“Why are you standing there looking at the sky?” Let's
prepare for this Feast and for our mission and ministry by
not looking up into heaven, for Christ is present here and
now. Not just in this Church but to those who we meet,
those we need to minister, those we need to be reconciled
with within our families and communities. Through
community, through Eucharist where we share together
the unity professed by Christ empowered with the Spirit.
This power calls us here to animate us for mission to all
our brothers and sisters.

Let our hearts ascend because it is right for us to give God
thanks and praise. And with a renewed desire to celebrate
the upcoming feast of Pentecost, let us begin our mission
at home with family, in our faith communities, and with
our relatives and friends and with those we meet along the
way. “You will receive power when the Holy Spirit
comes upon you, and you will be my witnesses...to the
ends of the earth.”
