Saint Paul reminds the Colossians 
that we belong to the kingdom of Christ, whose power he 
praises in a beautiful hymn. Finally, Luke³s Gospel calls to 
mind the kind of king Jesus chooses to bea̧ suffering 
servant, a man for others. By sacrificing his life for us, 
Jesus throws open the gates of Paradise.
