 Another annual event, which some parishioners attended last year, is the 
Bishops & Rector Dinner for Immaculate Heart of Mary Seminary in Winona.  
The date this year is Friday, April 12

th
, and the honored guest is Archbishop 

Charles J. Chaput, the Archbishop of Philadelphia.  You may recall that last year 
the event took place in Winona so that attendees could tour the recently renovated 
seminary buildings; this year the dinner returns to the International Event Center in 
Rochester (close to the airport).  As an alumnus (which many of our priests are) 
and a former rector, the seminary and its program of priestly formation remain 
close to my heart.  During my years as rector, then Bishop Chaput was the Bishop 
of the Diocese of Rapid City, which sends seminarians to IHM Seminary.  He has 
been a strong supporter of our seminary and an effective ñinviterò for vocations to 
the priesthood and consecrated life.  If you are interested in attending, please let 
me know as soon as possible; tickets are $100 per person and it would be great if 
we could have a table of eight from our parish cluster.   

 Of course, donôt forget all the spiritual ñmenuò items for Lent, too, including 
our weekly Stations of the Cross.  We neglected to get it on the calendar, but they 
began on Friday at SJW and will alternate locations until Holy Week begins.  It is a 
good practice for the Lenten season and if you cannot make our celebration of this 
devotion, you can pray them individually in church or at home.  Another part of 
many Lenten journeys is daily Mass; I remember my parents attending Mass 
almost every day during Lent.  That may not be possible given your schedule, but 
perhaps a daily Mass once each week during Lent?  Even if youôre starting your 
Lenten ñregimeò late, itôs never too late to cooperate with Godôs grace!
