OUR NEIGHBORS WHO WE SERVE! 
Through your Christian Action, the St. Bernadette family serves a diverse population. Since October 2020, when I started at 
Christian Action, we began to collect demographic data to better understand the neighbors we serve. Financially we serve zip codes 
77058, 77059, 77062, and 77598. The food and clothing pantries are not zip code restricted.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

The majority of the neighbors we serve are Asset Limited, Income Constrained, Employed (the ALICE population). The ALICE 
population represents those among us who are working, but due to child care costs, transportation challenges, high cost of living and 
so much more, are living paycheck to paycheck.  
We also serve the homeless community. What does it mean to be homeless? A person or family who lack a fixed, regular, and 
adequate nighttime residence, which includes sleeping in a public place, a car, a camp ground, living in a shelter or hotel, ñcouch 
surfingò, or ñdoubling upò (multiple families living in one space). 
Christian Action has partnered up with the Clear Creek Independent School District, The Mercy Tree, and Family Promise to serve 
those neighbors in our parish zip codes who are most in need. 
Christian Action continues to assist our twinning parish, Immaculate Heart of Mary through programs such as the Back to School 
Drive, Thanksgiving Boxes, and Christmas Giving Trees. 
Before re-opening the food pantry in February 2021, we researched food that would be nutritious and low cost for the neighbors we 
serve. We researched Federal Food Assistance programs, surrounding food pantries, and outreach ministries. Considering our 
neighbors and their housing situation, the following is a list of the foods and items we distribute through Christian Action: 

CHRISTIAN ACTION CLOTHES QUARTERS: APPAREL FOR THE WHOLE FAMILY AT NO COST 
The Christian Action Clothes Quarters will have our first apparel distribution event on Saturday, July 10 from 9:00 am to 12:00 pm 
in the gym. The event will be open to the whole community. Families may drop by and pick out items at no cost.  
Christian Action is grateful for the continued support by the St. Bernadette family. For this event to be a success, we need your help!
