Back on Sunday, May 26, (my Eight-
eenth Anniversary of Priesthood) my 
good friend Aggie went home to the 
Lord after a short battle with cancer. 
She was very supportive of my voca-

tion and a dear friend of mine for over twenty-six years. 
She was a talented graphic artist who designed my 
Priesthood Ordination invitations and first Mass program 
and did various work for other local parishes. Recently, 
my friend Fr. Steve Kresak, and I were at Aggieôs house 
in Carnegie helping her family clean out her personal 
belongings. We packed up furniture, computers, tools, 
clothes and papers. After her family took the items they 
wanted, Fr. Steve and I donated the extra items to Good-
will and a local Christian Thrift Store. My nephew 
Keegan even did a scout project landscaping her front 
and back yard. Now after two months of cleaning out the 
house, it is ready to be put on the market for sale.

In the Gospel of Luke, Jesus tells a par-
able emphasizing what true security is and where it can 
be found. A variety of people approach Jesus as he 
makes his way to Jerusalem asking challenging ques-
tions. In Lukeôs Gospel, wealth and poverty, rich and 
poor, are an important theme. Jesus gives a firm warning 
ñtake care to guard against all greed.ò  
 

As we begin the month of August, the summer season 
will be winding down in a few weeks. As we prepare to 
get back to school, work, and the busy fall activities, let 
us simplify our life by letting go of any extra things that 
block us from becoming closer to God.

Treasures from Our Traditions  Apart 

from the period from Thanksgiving through Christmas, 
the summer is a favored time for family reunions.  We 
trace family trees and recall our origins.  
 

Worship has a family tree as well, and the way we cele-
brate today has been influenced by various styles and 
customs through the centuries.  We are Western Chris-
tians of the Latin Rite.  By far, we are the most numerous 
Western Christians, but there are other ritual families as 
well.  The Archdiocese of Milan in Italy follows the Am-
brosian Rite; Toledo in Spain preserves the Mozarabic 
Rite and the Arab language; and Lyons in France is 
home to the Gallican Rite.  Other liturgical families, such 
as the Celtic in Ireland and the Sarum in England, faded 
away after the Reformation.  Until recent times, members 
of some ancient religious orders such as Carmelites and 
Trappists followed a pattern of Mass that varied slightly 
from the plan observed in Latin Rite parishes. 
 

Isnôt the Catholic Church the same everywhere?  Not at 
all.  It never has been! The existence of so many liturgi-
cal families in the West reminds us that unity, not      
uniformity , is what the Church seeks to achieve. We are 
united in faith, but wonderfully diverse in rituals, ceremo-
nies, languages, customs, and spirituality.
