The maintenance staff is hard at work sanitizing all of 
the church door handles, pews, hymnals, and floors, 
not to mention the restrooms, at all three of our cam-
puses for you to feel at ease as you return to one of 
our worship sites once all restrictions have been lifted.  
Our Social Ministry Center continues to operate to 
serve those in need with food and/or clothing at a time 
when it is most in demand.  Our pastoral staff is avail-
able to answer your phone calls and emails for any 
requests or inquiries that you may have.  They are 
also working to keep you informed with up-to-date par-
ish news and events taking place through our website, 
Facebook page, and electronic newsletter. We had 
1,073 views on Facebook and YouTube for last week-
endôs Mass. Please make sure to join Facebook and 
like our page Saint Mary Magdalene Parish.   
 

Printed copies of the parish bulletin will be made avail-
able at the parish rectory to those who do not have a 
computer or Internet access while mailed copies are 
being sent to the homebound.   
 

We do all of this for you, but unfortunately, we canôt do 
it without you!  We need your continued financial sup-
port to help St. Mary Magdalene operate as normally 
as possible during these troubled times.

This weekend we celebrate the Fifth Sunday of Lent. 
This can be seen as a turning point in the Lenten jour-
ney as we prepare to celebrate the Paschal Triduum 
in two weeks. This weekend, March 28 marks the fifth 
anniversary of the death of my friend and mentor, 
Rev. Dennis J. Colamarino who was the long time 
pastor of Christ the Light of the World and St. Joseph 
Parishes in the City of Duquesne. He passed away 
struggling with ALS. I know that he is now at peace 
and at rest. Todayôs readings reflect on looking at life 
after death. In the first reading from Ezekiel we read 
how a prophet brings good news to the people in ex-
ile, who for years worshipped false idols and were 
spiritually dead. In the second reading from Paul to 
the Romans, we read that because the spirit of God 
dwells within them, the people of faith can rise to new 
life. In the Gospel of John, we read the story of the 
rising of Lazarus which is only found in the Gospel of 
John.  

The splendor of the cross transforms sin, sorrow, and 
pain into signs of grace, joy, and eternal life. Jesus is 
the resurrection and our life. Because he has given us 
the spirit, we are no longer dead because of sin, but 
alive. As Catholics, we believe that death is not the 
end of life.  
 

Let us pray for all of our family and friends who have 
gone home with the Lord and pray that we will see 
them again and wake up each day appreciating all the 
life that is around us.
