


Dear brothers and sisters in Christ,

December 8", 2015 marked the beginning of “The Year of

Mercy.” It is a gracious year for us to reflect upon God’s

infinite forgiveness and mercy. Therefore, it is a common
practice for such special occasion, Jubilee Year, that the faithful can receive
indulgences (the grace of forgiveness for oneself or for someone who died).
Please bear in mind that one can’t earn God’s forgiveness, but only receive it
through God’s love and mercy.

Here are specific ways Pope Francis has established for the faithful to re-
ceive God's indulgences during this Year of Mercy, beginning December 8,
2015 through November 20, 2016:

For those who are able:

€ With a desire for true conversion, make a pilgrimage to the Holy Door,
either in Rome or at the local Cathedral or other churches designated by
the local bishop.

€ Having entered through the Holy Door, celebrate the sacraments of the
Eucharist or Reconciliation.

€ Within those two sacraments, make a profession of faith and pray for the
Holy Father and for his intentions for the good of the Church and of the
entire world.

For those who are sick and unable to visit the Holy Door:

€ Live your illness as a way to be close to Jesus who also suffered in his
earthly life.

€ Receive Communion, or participate in the Eucharist or community pray-
er, even by televised media.

One might ask, what is indulgence and how does it affect me? In short, in-
dulgence is the remission of the temporal punishment in purgatory still due
for sins after absolution. In other words, absolution forgives sin; indulgence
forgives penalty. By receiving indulgence one is free of punishment in pur-
gatory should one die up to the point of receiving.

As announced, here at Holy Family we are organizing a pilgrimage trip to
visit all three Churches that Bishop McGrath designated in our Diocese: St.
Joseph Cathedral, Our Lady of Guadalupe and Our Lady of Peace. The pil-
grimage trip will be held on Saturday, August 6™. We will gather at Holy
Family parking lot and depart at 8:00AM. Mass will be celebrated at
8:45AM at St. Joseph Cathedral. We will then visit Our Lady of Guadalupe
followed by Our Lady of Peace. We will spend time together for lunch at
Our Lady of Peace then depart home from there.

Our parish has reserved a 56-seat bus. If you are interested in joining us on
that gracious day, please sign up in the parish office.
