Catholic Roadmap

The BRIDGE Act, S.128/H.R. 496, was recently
introduced in Congress as a bipartisan effort to sustain the
temporary relief from deportation and employment
eligibility offered to youth through the DHS's DACA
program. Young people who came to the U.S. as children
would maintain their eligibility to work and live here
without the fear of deportation and family separation, if
meeting certain requirements. Ask your legislators to
support and co-sponsor the Act.
