KNIGHTS OF COLUMBUS POSTER CONTEST 
The Knights are promoting a poster contest with the theme 

of keeping Christ in Christmas in a visual image. The contest 
is open to all youth between the ages of 5 and 14. Age eligi-

bility is determined by the age of the contestant as of No-

vember 1. Contest entrants compete in one of three age 
groups — ages 5 through 7, ages 8 through 10 and 11 through 

14.  In each age group,  1st place will receive $30, 2nd place 
$20, and 3rd place $10 
 

• Poster must reflect the theme of "Keep Christ in Christ-

mas".  

• Each poster should be the original work (including con-

cept, layout, slogan and any visual images) of a single 

person.   

• Poster should be approximately 11x17 inches. However, 

posters will not be disqualified based on poster size.if 
pastels,chalk or charcoal are used, the poster must be 

laminated or covered with clear plastic.   

•  Each poster must be submitted with a Knights of Co-

lumbus Keep Christ in Christmas Poster Contest entry 

forn. Please download your entry form from 
here: https://www.kofc.org/un/en/resources/programs/

keep-christ-in-christmas/5025-kcic-poster-contest-

entry-form.pdf  (also available in the Parish Office)  
 

ο  The name and age of the entrant should be printed on 

the reverse side of the poster in case the poster and entry 

form get separated. 

ο  A 100-point scoring system will be used to determine 

the winners.  

ο Slogan — 30 Points: How clearly is the theme present-

ed?  

ο Visuals — 30 Points: How well do the visuals convey the 

message?  

ο Overall impact — 40 points: How effective was the 

poster in capturing your attention and causing you to 

reflect on the topic at hand?   

ο Poster entries should be submitted to the Parish Office 

by Sunday December 8th.
