Be reminded of these two upcoming events in our parish:

Back in the 1990’s, the US Conference of Catholic Bishops decreed it as one of the
Holy Days that, when it falls on Saturday or Monday, the obligation to attend Mass is removed. Therefore,
the parish will have our usual two Masses: 6:40 am at SB and 8:00 am at HS. Each Mass will be celebrated
in a way honoring the Solemnity. All are welcome.

The Commemoration of All Souls is celebrated on 2 November each year. While not a Holy Dayj, it is
treated as a solemnity, an important day in our liturgical life. It’s also a day when we as a parish will com-
memorate all those who have been buried from the Parish over the last year, over 175 souls! The context
will be Solemn Sung Evening Prayer beginning at 7:00 pm at St. Bonaventure. Families who have lost a
loved one are particularly invited. May these souls rest in peace. May the surviving family members know
the consolation of Christ in their grief.
