FLU SEASON REMINDERS: 
Due to the severity of the flu this year, we would like to offer some reminders to help 
your participation in the liturgy: 
 
1. If you are sick, sneezing or coughing, it would be best for you to stay home.  It is 

not a sin to miss Mass on Sundays if you are ill. 
2. When you are at Mass, we ask that you refrain from holding hands during the 

“Our Father” – you may extend your hands toward heaven or simply fold your 
hands.   

3. During the Sign of Peace instead of shaking hands, or hugging, it would be best so 
simply nod or bow your head and avoid bodily contact.   

4. Finally, please know that while we here at Holy Rosary will continue to offer Holy Communion under 
both species – bread and wine – you may feel more comfortable to forego receiving from the cup for a 
time, especially during this current flu season. 

 

Please pray for all who have lost their lives as a result of the flu and may we do our part to prevent its 
spread.

Infant Baptism * 
Expectant parents should contact the parish office three (3) 
months before their desired baptism date.   
 
Matrimony (Marriage) * 
Engaged couples should contact the parish office at least six (6) 
months before their desired wedding date. 
 
Anointing of the Sick 
Second Friday of the month at the 9:00 a.m. Mass, or by 
appointment. 
 
First Communion/First Reconciliation for Children 
Two years of formation are required.  Contact the parish office in 
the fall to register. 
 
Confirmation for Youth (High School) 
Two years of formation are required.  Contact the parish office in 
the fall to register. 
 
Confirmation for Adults (18 and older) 
Formation is offered two times a year (fall/spring).  Contact the 
parish office to register.
