Mass Intentions This Week 
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Gospel Reflection   
The cake is frosted, the guests have arrived and the 
gifts are piled high. One by one, the packages are 
opened and one by one, the child reaches for 
another. Who among us hasnôt seen a child who 
appears crestfallen when the gifts run out? Even 
the abundance isnôt quite enough. Todayôs Gospel 
tackles a key question in the spiritual lifeðgrateful 
or greedy?    
ñThere was a rich man whose land produced a 
bountiful harvest.ò We all recognize the need to be 
practical. Raising a family, thereôs need to save for 
all sorts of things beyond normal day-to-day 
costsðmedical bills, family vacations, private 
school, rainy day funds, retirement, etc. Jesus 
doesnôt critique the rich man for simply having an 
abundant harvest. Itôs his mentality. Does the rich 
man sell off the extra to make the needed repairs to 
the back fence or to invest in some additional 
livestock to grow the business? Perhaps donate 
some of the excess to the poor? No. ñYou have so 
many good things stored up for many years; rest, 
eat, drink, be merry!ò The man wants to hoard and 
indulge with no concern for others.    
Jesus doesnôt condemn prudent saving or owning 
necessary items. He calls us to purify our attitudes. 
ñGuard against all greed é oneôs life does not 
consist of possessions.ò We are called to be good 
stewards. This means being practical. It also means 
remaining open to Godôs invitation with our 
resources. Are we tithing to our parish? Do we 
give alms to the poor? Does our weekly 
entertainment far outstrip what we offer to others? 
Life is not about ñstoring up 
treasure for ourselves.ò The 
more we grow in gratitude 
and generosity, the more we 
become ñrich in what matters 
to God.ò 

A mountaintop encounter with Jesus and His apostles 
holds valuable lessons for all followers of Christ. 
 
All three synoptic gospels tell the story of the transfiguration 
of Jesus (Matthew 17:1-13; Mark 9:3; Luke 9:28-36) ð frequently as 
a sign of the importance of an event from Jesusô life for the 
early Christian community. Its origin is debated. Some 
scholars say the transfiguration episode is really an account 
of Jesusô resurrection which was moved to a different part of 
the gospels. Others think it has its roots in an actual visionary 
event of some kind. Wherever it came from, the 
transfiguration is a highly symbolic story.  
 
Jesus took His inner circle of apostlesðPeter, James and 
Johnðup a mountain (which in the Bible is a place of 
revelation) so it was clear something important was about to 
happen. These three apostles then saw Jesus as part of 
another important trio, completed with Moses and Elijah, 
symbols of Israelite tradition. As if that werenôt spectacular 
enough, the voice of God itself made an appearance, uttering 
two thundering phrases: ñThis is my Sonò and ñListen to 
Him.ò 
 
Unfortunately, none of the apostlesô reactions showed that 
they understood what had just happened. First of all they 
were half-asleep when the whole thing startedðnot the last 
time that would happen at a key moment. They were also 
terrified to the point of talking nonsense about building 
shelters for the holy figures. Then, on the way down, they 
started an off-topic debate about the resurrection and Elijah.  
 
What the apostles didnôt grasp right away was the 
significance of the fact that Moses and Elijah were ñtalkingò 
with Jesus. This sacred conversation identified Jesus with the 
law and the prophets. It showed how Jesus had the same 
authority as these two pillars of Israelôs tradition and how 
that authority came from the same God. To leave no doubt, 
Godôs voice drove home the point with words heard at an 
earlier affirmation of Jesusô status, His baptism: ñThis is my 
son, the belovedò (Matthew 3:17). 
 
What the apostles also didnôt get at first was that they 
couldnôt stay on the mountain. One can sympathize with their 
desire for such a wondrous break from the difficult path of 
discipleship. Down the mountain and back to that task, 
however, they had to go. 
 
The Gospel of Luke adds a delicious detail: Moses and Elijah 
had been speaking with Jesus ñof His exodus that He was 
going to accomplish in Jerusalem.ò Exodus: é that loaded 
word points back to the sometimes arduous journey of 
following Jesus and thatôs what the transfiguration is all 
about. Itôs wonderful to find inspiration in a shining vision of 
Jesus, but the message to the church then and now is that 
witnessing glory is one thing, following is another. After the 
vision is over, you look up and see ñJesus only,ò and realize 
that to get to the further glory of eternal life, you have to 
follow Him to the cross.
