This week we will be featuring the Formation, 

Recreation and Service pillar. The purpose of this 

pillar is to provide a wide array of inclusive, formation, 

recreational and service programs for young 

families, youth and young adults to help them to 

grow their participation in our faith. In order  to 

have a vibrant faith community, the Step4Ward 

leadership team identified that one of the priorities 

needed to include a focus on the youth, young adults 

and families in our Parish as they are our future!  

Members of this group include Joyce Gillooly, 

Michele Prior and Anne Wuenschel. Dante Romito, 

Coordinator of Youth Ministries, is an adjunct member 

of our team. We would like to share with you the work 

that has been done to date and the goals that we hope to 

accomplish next year.�

Youth and Youth Group�

�

This past July, Dante began his role as 

Coordinator, Youth Ministry and since then he has 

been very busy getting programs started! The Middle 

school CCD program for grades 6, 7 and 8 got off to a 

great beginning on Sept 30. There are approximately 

30 children. We are using a new format this year called 

LifeTeen’s Edge. This is a transition from classroom 

CCD as it uses a more interactive and small group 

format.  Dante is in need of a couple more catechists 

for this program so if you are interested, please contact 

him.�

The Youth Groups have also started up!  The 

middle school youth group met for the first time on 

Sunday Oct. 3 and the high school group met for the 

first time on Sunday Oct. 10. The plan is for the middle 

school group to meet on the first and third Sunday 

evenings of the month and the high school students will 

meet on the second and fourth Sunday evenings of the 

month. The focus of the Youth Groups will be faith 

formation, but they will also be working on community 

building activities, service projects and, of course, 

planning for social events!�

Once the youth groups have been established, 

Dante would like to develop a core team of youth 

advisors who will share their thoughts on what they 

would like the youth group to do and to serve as a 

planning and leadership group. One of Dante’s future 

goals is to incorporate music into both youth and parish 

events such as ChristLife.  He wants to invite our youth 

to proclaim their faith through musical performances!�

Dante has also been doing regular “Living 

Liturgically” videos.  In these videos, he shares what 

feasts the Church is celebrating that week, reflects on 

the Sunday readings, suggests ways to live out our faith 

based on the readings, and features a prayer of the 

month. The videos are posted to YouTube, our parish 

website (under the Youth Ministry section which is 

listed under “Faith and Facebook”). The website is set 

up to automatically display the most recent video from 

the YouTube playlist.�
