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� One of the ways to understand the Second Vatican 

Ecumenical Council (1962�65) is as the body of Catholic 

bishops from around the globe who looked backward at the 

foundations of the church in order to look forward with hope 

and faith to the future growth of the church.  It did this with 

the liturgy and the sacraments, allowing them to be 

celebrated in the languages of the people; with a renewed 

focus on evangelization, and the processes and rituals of the 

Rite of Christian Initiation for Adults; and with a shift from 

Holy Orders to Baptism as the fundamental and primary 

sacrament, leading to the pinnacle sacrament, the Eucharist.�

�

� Another important renewal, less noticed by the 

faithful, was the revival of the Synod of Bishops.  Vatican II 

decreed that every two or three years the pope would 

convene a representative group of bishops from around the 

world on various topics.  Early synods addressed the 

priesthood, justice in the world, religious education, the role 

of bishops, and reflections on Vatican II a generation later.  

The idea of the Synod of Bishops was that the pope would 

hear concerns from all parts of the church.  But in practice 

the people of God, the faithful, were rarely involved in these 

high�level episcopal discussions.�

�

� Enter Pope Francis.  He has held Synods of Bishops 

on the topics of the family, youth and various regions of the 

world.  Two years ago he called for a Synod of Bishops in 

2023 on what he calls “synodality.”  In essence, Pope 

Francis wants the structure of the Synod of Bishops to be 

responsive to the needs and concerns of all of the more than 

one billion Catholics throughout the world.�

�

� In two recent documents Pope Francis has set a 

timeline for the 2023 Synod of Bishops and a set of 

principles to follow.  Between September 2021 and May 

2022 discussions are to take place at the parish and diocesan 

level, regarding the thoughts and concerns of the faithful.  

Between summer 2022 and May 2023 these concerns are to 

be gathered by national conferences of bishops (in the 

U.S.A., Canada, South America, Europe, Oceania, Africa, 

etc.).  These summary statements are finally to be brought to 

the actual Synod of Bishops (about 250 in total) held in 

Rome in October 2023.�

�

It should be noted that making our thoughts and 

concerns known to the bishops is important.  But the core of 

the process of synodality is training ourselves to listen to 

one another more closely.  This experience of synodality 

isn’t so much about producing documents or gathering data, 

but about fostering in the heart of each and every Catholic a 

way of being a church that listens.  �

�

�

� Bishop Zubik announced the formation of a 

committee of diocesan staff members to lead the discussions 

two months ago.  The committee has released guidelines for 

parishes to listen to their members, in the spirit of 

synodality.  I’ll work with our pastoral and finance council 

members to schedule specific dates and times for St. Joseph 

the Worker Parish soon.  �

�

What is synodality?  It is the People of God (all 

those who are baptized) journeying together to bring about 

the Kingdom of God on earth as led by Jesus Christ our 

Savior.  Pope Francis identified three major principles of 

synodality:  communion, participation and mission.  �

�

Communion is understood to be both vertical (with 

God) and horizontal (with human beings).  Our communion 

with the Father, Son and Holy Spirit is sealed by the 

sacraments and the living Word of God.  The One Living 

God is always with us as church.  At the same time all the 

baptized, in the variety of our gifts and talents, languages 

and heritages, are in communion with one another on earth.  

We are bound together spiritually.�

�

The church values participation.  A look at history 

shows that participation was easier in the tiny households of 

faith the 12 apostles, Paul, Barnabas, Timothy and James 

founded in the first century.  As the church grew in size, 

participation by the faithful waned.  The power of the 

bishops grew, and the sin of clericalism sometimes took 

hold.  Again Vatican II looked backward to the so�called 

“council of Jerusalem” (see Acts of the Apostles, chapter 

15) and envisioned these apostolic discussions to be 

contemporary, at the parish, diocesan, national and 

international level today.  Participation by all the baptized is 

fundamental to the dignity of all the members of the church.�

�

It has been said, “The church does not have a 

mission.  The mission of Jesus to bring about the Kingdom 

of God on earth in its fullness has a church to implement it.”  

We assemble as followers of Jesus for the purpose of living 

out our baptismal promises, carrying out the three great 

commandments (love God, love others, love self), and 

listening to the Holy Spirit in how to do the work of 

mission.  All of us are missionaries.  �

�

These three principles�communion, participation 

and mission�are to be characteristic of how we listen to the 

Holy Spirit when the Word of God is proclaimed and broken 

open  at our celebrations of Mass and the sacraments.  �

�

Next week let me share some of the challenges of 

implementing synodality in our church. �
