SEVENTEENTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME            26 JULY 2020 
 òIt is not so much because of need that gold has be-
come an object of desire among men, as because of the 
power it gives most people to indulge in sensual pleas-
ure. There are three things which produce love of ma-
terial wealth: self-indulgence, self-esteem and lack of 
faith.  Lack of faith is more dangerous than the other 
two. 
 The self-indulgent person loves wealth because 
it enables him to live comfortably; the person full of 
self-esteem loves it because through it he can gain the 
esteem of others; the person who lacks faith loves it 
because, fearful of starvation, old age, disease, or ex-
ile, he can save it and hoard it.  He puts his trust in 
wealth rather than in God, the Creator who provides for 
all creation, down to the least of living things. 
 There are four kinds of men who hoard wealth: 

the three already men-
tioned and the treasurer 
or bursar.  Clearly, it is 
only the last who con-
serves it for a good pur-
poseðnamely, so as always 
to have the means of sup-
plying each personõs basic

 Saint Martha 

 In the Gospel of Luke, Jesus visits the home of two sisters named Mary and Martha. 
The two sisters are contrasted: Martha was "encumbered about many things" while Jesus was 
their guest, while Mary had chosen "the better part", that of listening to the master's discourse. 
The name of their village is called Bethany. As Jesus and his disciples were on their way, he 
came to a village where a woman named Martha opened her home to him. She had a sister 
called Mary, who sat at the Lord's feet listening to what he said. But Martha was distracted by 
all the preparations that had to be made. She came to him and asked, "Lord, donôt you care that 
my sister has left me to do the work by myself? Tell her to help me!"  "Martha, Martha," the 
Lord answered, "you are worried and upset about many things, but only one thing is needed. 
Mary has chosen what is better, and it will not be taken away from her."  In the Gospel of John, 
Martha and Mary appear in connection with two incidents: the raising from the dead of their 
brother Lazarus (John 11) and the anointing of Jesus in Bethany (John 12:3). 
 In the account of the raising of Lazarus, Jesus meets with the sisters in turn: Martha 
followed by Mary. Martha goes immediately to meet Jesus as he arrives, while Mary waits until 
she is called.  "Martha, the more forceful sister, went to meet Jesus, while quiet and contempla-
tive Mary stayed home. This portrayal of the sisters agrees with that found in Luke 10:38ï42."  In speaking with Jesus, both 
sisters lament that he did not arrive in time to prevent their brother's death: "Lord, if you had been here, my brother would not 
have died".  But where Jesus' response to Mary is more emotional, his response to Martha is one of teaching, calling her to 
hope and faith:  When Martha heard that Jesus was coming, she went out to meet him, but Mary stayed at home. "Lord", Mar-
tha said to Jesus, "if you had been here, my brother would not have died. But I know that even now God will give you whatev-
er you ask."  Jesus said to her, "Your brother will rise again."  Martha answered, "I know he will rise again in the resurrection 
at the last day."  Jesus said to her, "I am the resurrection and the life. He who believes in me will live, even though he dies; and 
whoever lives and believes in me will never die. Do you believe this?"  "Yes, Lord", she told him, "I believe that you are the 
Christ, the Son of God, who was to come into the world." 
 Martha calls her sister Mary to see Jesus. Jesus has Mary bring him to Lazarus' tomb where he commands the stone to 
be removed from its entrance. Martha here objects, "But, Lord, by this time there is a stench, for he has been there four days", 
to which Jesus replies, "Did I not tell you that if you believed, you would see the glory of God?"  They then take away the 
stone and Jesus prays and calls Lazarus forth alive from the tomb.   
 Martha appears again in John 12:1ï8, where she serves at a meal held in Jesus' honor at which her brother is also a 
guest. The narrator only mentions that the meal takes place in Bethany, while the apparently parallel accounts in the Gospels of 
Matthew[13] and Mark[14] specify that it takes place at the home of one Simon the Leper. As the Catholic Encyclopedia notes, 
"We are surely justified in arguing that, since Matthew and Mark place the scene in the house of Simon, St. John must be un-
derstood to say the same; it remains to be proved that Martha could not 'serve' in Simon's house."[2] It is at this meal that a 
woman (Martha's sister Mary, according to John) anoints Jesus with expensive perfume. 
 St. Martha is the patroness of homemakers and cooks.  Her feast is on the 29th of July. 
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alone. In all the paths that men walk in in the world, they do 
not attain peace until they draw nigh to hope in God. � ́+St.
