Nigeria: Gunmen kidnap Catholic priest, 140 schoolchildren 
A recent spate of kidnappings in Nigeria has seen the abductions of a Catholic priest, as well as 140 
schoolchildren from a High school in Kaduna state. 

A Catholic priest of the Maiduguri diocese, Rev. Fr. Elijah Juma Wada, has reportedly been kid-
napped by armed men suspected to be members of the Boko Haram sect.  Local news reports say that 
the incident happened along the Damboa-Maiduguri road in Borno State, northeastern Nigeria last 
Wednesday.  Fr. Wada, who hails from Michika, Adamawa state, is said to have been traveling from 
Buma Parish in Shani to Damaturu, the capital of Yobe state, when he was abducted. 

The faithful in the diocese were invited to pray for the safe release of Fr. Wada during Mass on Sunday. 
Separately, in another instance of a recent spate of abductions from schools and universities in Nigeria, a group of 

gunmen kidnapped dozens of children from a school in the northwest of the country, authorities said. 
The gunmen stormed the Bethel Baptist High School in Damishi town, Chikun local government area in Kaduna 

state, in the early hours of Monday, taking away at least 140 students, according to reports.  A Police spokesperson said 
that the gunmen overpowered the schoolôs security guards and made their way into the studentsô hostel where they ab-
ducted an unspecified number of students into the forest.  The spokesperson however noted that security forces succeeded 
in rescuing 26 students and a female teacher safely while in pursuit of the attackers. He added that the rescue operation is 
still ongoing to ensure that all the victims are safely returned. 



St. Kateri Tekakwitha is the first Native American to be Canonized.  
 She was born in 1656, in the Mohawk village of Ossernenon. Her mother was an Al-
gonquin, who was captured by the Mohawks and who took a Mohawk chief for her husband. 
She contracted smallpox as a four-year-old child which scarred her skin. The scars were a 
source of humiliation in her youth. She was commonly seen wearing a blanket to hide her face. 
Worse, her entire family died during the outbreak. Kateri Tekakwitha was subsequently raised 
by her uncle, who was the chief of a Mohawk clan. 
 Kateri was known as a skilled worker, who was diligent and patient. However, she re-
fused to marry. When her adoptive parents proposed a suitor to her, she refused to entertain the 
proposal. They punished her by giving her more work to do, but she did not give in. Instead, she 
remained quiet and diligent. Eventually they were forced to relent and accept that she had no 
interest in marriage. 
 At age 19, Kateri Tekakwitha converted to Catholicism, taking a vow of chastity and 
pledging to marry only Jesus Christ. Her decision was very unpopular with her adoptive parents 
and their neighbors. Some of her neighbors started rumors of sorcery. To avoid persecution, she 
traveled to a Christian native community south of Montreal. 
 According to legend, Kateri was very devout and would put thorns on her sleeping mat. 
She often prayed for the conversion of her fellow Mohawks. According to the Jesuit missionar-

ies that served the community where Kateri lived, she often fasted and when she would eat, she would taint her food to 
diminish its flavor. On at least one occasion, she burned herself. Such self-mortification was common among the Mo-
hawk. 
 Kateri was very devout and was known for her steadfast devotion. She was also very sickly. Her practices of self-
mortification and denial may not have helped her health. Sadly, just five years after her conversion to Catholicism, she 
became ill and passed away at age 24, on April 17, 1680.  Her name, Kateri, is the Mohawk form of Catherine, which she 
took from St. Catherine of Siena. 
 St. Kateri Tekakwitha was canonized by Pope Benedict XVI on Oct. 21, 2012. She is the patroness of ecology 
and the environment, people in exile and Native Americans. 
 
The Great Orator of the Sioux Asks Father De Smet to Bring the Faith to His Tribe 
Soon they came to the country of the Sioux, and found the principal chiefs assembled at 
Fort Lookout. He  [Father De Smet] told them of the conversion of the mountain tribes 
and of his recent visit to the Blackfeet. ñAnd you,ò he said to the Sioux in conclusion, 
ñwill you receive the Black Robe who wishes to live in your plains and dwell in the midst 
of you? Will you listen to his words and follow the path that Jesus Christ, Son of the Mas-
ter of life, came on earth to show us, for in this path all nations must tread? Speak, Sioux! 
I am listening and will carry your words to the great chiefs of the Black Robes; speak 
from your hearts.ò The Sioux deliberated a few moments, then the great orator arose: 
ñBlack Robe,ò he said, ñI speak in the name of the chiefs and braves. You have spoken 
beautiful words about the Master of life. We like them. Today is the first time that we 

have heard them. Black Robe, you are only passing 
through our country: tomorrow we will no longer 
hear your voice; we shall be as we have always been 
children without a father to guide them, like ignorant 
beasts of the prairie. Black Robe, come and build 
your lodge in our midst; my heart tells me that you 
will be listened to. We are wicked, we have bad 
hearts, but those who carry the good word have never 
come to us. Come, Black Robe, the Sioux will listen 
to you and our children shall be instructed by you.ò
