The only way to 

know God is to love 

God. Our minds will 

never fully grasp the

For all of the good that social media can do, it can also 

easily distort reality and truth. Photoshop and a myriad 

other technological truths can add to, fabricate, and 

make even the non�existent seem real. It is amazing. 

How far do we allow this obviously justifiable skepti-

cism to take us? Questioning and doubting are healthy 

elements of any good relationship as long as we don’t 

allow them to turn us away from a deeper experience 

of love and encounter. If we cannot get our minds 

around something or empirically justify or prove it, we 

tend to declare it a hoax, untrue, or unauthentic and 

walk away. The very same trust that can quickly be 

eroded is exactly what is essential for all of our rela-

tionships, especially our relationship with God. With 

all things and people that make a profound claim on 

us, we have to trust in the absence of knowledge. Full 

self�investment involves plunging completely into the 

unknown!                                                                  

Simon Peter said to Jesus, “You are the Christ, the Son 

of the Living God.” Peter came to this knowledge, 

which is not “head knowledge” because of the rela-

tionship he shared with Jesus and what God was able 

to reveal in and through that relationship. Peter simply 

“knew” because of love that this is who Jesus really is. 

The silent exchange of love between friends, and not 

an intellectual exercise of the mind, brought Peter to 

this place. When we stop and think about it, there are 

many things in life that we simply know but do not 

completely understand. When someone sacrifices their 

own well�being for another, it may not make intellec-

tual sense when examined. But it makes a world of 

sense when it is carried out. The vastness of reality 

and an encounter with incomprehensible mystery all 

lead us to profound silence where we simply know 

something to be true.

We have a holistic rehabilitation program 

as a curative effort which consists of shelter, food 

and nutrition, maternity and child�care, medical and 

dental assistance, psychological treatment and coun-

seling, educational assistance, livelihood and skills 

training, spiritual formation, and a re�integration pro-

gram.  These programs enable women and children 

survivors of sex trafficking and sexual abuse to return 

to productive mainstream living, alleviate them from 

poverty (which is the major backdrop that makes traf-

ficking possible), and empower women and children 

survivors by widening the range of choices they have 

on matters that affect their lives. �

� Our community of sisters, the Mary Queen of 

Heaven Missionaries (MQHM) has been working in-

timately with rural poor for educational assistance 

under the Regina�Coeli Educational Assistance pro-

gram in the Philippines as a preventive measure 

against traffickers who exploit and abuse women and 

children, especially in the sex trade.  We are now 

providing scholarships and educational assistance to 

5000 high�school students from the different, poor 

regions in the Philippines. �

 I would like to encourage you all to be one 

with us in helping these women and children.  Your 

help will make them feel the love of God by giving 

them hope, and will help them see the face of God on 

our faces. The second collection will support the pro-

grams of rehabilitation through the Mission Coopera-

tive Plan of the Diocese of Portland.�

“Early�bird” registration for Faith Formation 

and the discounted registration fee will continue 

for the month of August.� All children must be 

registered for faith formation every year, regardless 

of whether they have participated in faith formation 

in previous years.� Early�bird registration may be 

especially helpful for families who need to have 

their child in a particular session.  The limit on 

class sizes this year will make it very difficult to 

add children once a particular class session is full. �

�

The home is the first place a disciple is formed, and 

the Church refers to the Catholic family as the Do-

mestic Church. This year, the parish will be provid-

ing families with digital and hard�copy tools and 

resources to assist them in completing guided, 

weekly faith�formation lessons at home.  There will 

be several options which include both virtual and in

�person classrooms, and parents can choose the lev-

el of participation with which they are most com-

fortable.� Some parents may choose to have their 

child complete her/his 20�minute online faith�

formation module independently, while others may 

wish to utilize the hard�copy lesson plans and chil-

dren’s leaflets with their child each week.� Either 

way, the children will be guided and led to a better 

understanding of Jesus and their faith by the most 

important people in their lives � their parents.                                   

In addition to the weekly at�home lessons, children 

and parents will participate in a monthly, in�person 

class. While parent and child gatherings will be 

held at the same time, they will usually be separate. 

Classes will be held at St. Martha�and�St. Mary’s 

on Sunday mornings�and�Monday afternoons.��
