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This Monday,
4 November 1, is
4 the Solemnity of
All Saints (more
' ' commonly known
as All Saints’ Day). Catholics celebrate the
saints, both known and unknown, honoring
all those who have been faithful disciples of
Christ and who now rejoice in God’s pres-
ence. All Saints’ Day is usually a holy day of
obligation. This year, however, the obliga-
tion to attend Mass is dispensed because the
solemnity falls on a Monday. Although
Masses are not regularly scheduled on Mon-
days at Holy Spirit Parish, Masses will be of-
fered on Monday, November 1, at St. Mary
Church at 8 AM & at St. Martha Church at
9:15 AM, for those who would like to attend.
Both Masses will be offered in memory of
Father Tom Murphy.

(Holy Day of Obligation exceptions:

If the Solemnity of Mary, the Feast of the
Assumption, or the Solemnity of All Saints
falls on a Saturday or Monday, the obligation
is often lifted. In 2021, this is the case for the
Solemnity of All Saints.)
