Scam Donation Requests  * * * warning * * * 
Parishes in the Sacramento Diocese have 
reported recent texting and email at-
tempts to scam parishioners into making 
purchasing of gift cards.  Individuals false-
ly representing themselves as members 
of our clergy have texted or emailed pa-
rishioners asking those parishioners to 
buy gift cards for the sick or to make contributions to a special 
cause.  Some of these bad actors will make a strong effort to make 
these messages appear to originate the pastor.  The scammer will 
write messages using very personal greetings and indicate there is a 
need to get the cards or funds quickly to create a sense of urgency.  
In more than one of these instances, the parishioner targeted in the 
scam had their name and contact information published in church 
bulletins or in the parish’s website.   
These types of scams are not new.  The Diocese Information Tech-
nology Unit has sent out warnings about other similar recent events.
